Soon, however. bankruptcy became in- 
vitable, but I faithfully tithed ten per 
ent of m y  weekly pay check and sought. 
Zod for a way out. 

To make a ’ l o n g  story short, by 1937 
was “boss” again-God had done just 

vhat He said He would in Malachi 3, and, 
ny faith was stronger than ever.. 

On Sunday morning, September 22: 
940. I heard 3 message preached on John 
2:24. “Verily, verily, I say unto you,

Except a corn of  wheat fall into the 
ground and die, it abideth alone, but IF  
IT D I E  IT BRINGETH FORTH MUCH 
FRUIT.” Being a miller, and being inter- 
ested in actually proving God in a rather 
unique way, I was led to soniething the 
following Thursday that has since been 
heard of all the way around the world. 
I planted 360 kernels of wheat (one cubic 
inch). I t  takes 2,150 cubic inches to make 
a bushel, so you can see what a small be. 
ginning this project had. 

When we planted the wheat, September 
26. 1940, on a plot 4 by 8 feet, I told those 
present that in 1941 we’were  going to 
“tithe” the crop, and replant it. I was tak- 
ing Malachi 3:lO seriously and I recom- 
mend right now that my. reader study this 
verse as well a s  the eleventh verse. In  
Leviticus 25:3 and 4 we find to “sow-the 
field” for six years and let, it rest the 
seventh-that 3s what we set out to do. 

I n  1941 we cut the “world’s smallest 
wheatfield.” Immediately, we turned ov& 
a tenth of  the yield to the local Quaker 
Church, and replanted the remaining 45 
cubic inches in September, 1941. 

I n  the summer of  1942 we cut the sec- 
ond crop with old-fashioned cradles, and 
found the vield was 55 fold, or 70 Dounds. 
Again we “titt~ed” the wheat and re- 
planted the remaining 63 pounds on land 
that, for the third year in succession, had 

been furnished by Henry Ford, who 
owned a large farm near Tecu‘mseh. In  
1943, this acre of land yielded 16 bushels 
from the one bushel of seed. Henry Ford 
himself, came out to see the wheat cut 
and furnished a reaper to cut it and an  
old-fashioned thresher from his famous 
Edison Institute Museum a t  Greenfield 
Village, to thresh it. Not only that, but 
Henry again furnished land for the fourth 
crop. In 1944, this crop on 14 acres yielded 
380 bushels. Again, the tenth of the crop 
was “tithed” and the remaining cleaned 
and replanted. Henry Ford furpished the 
land for the fifth crop. I t  was 230 acres. 
In the summer of  1945 a fleet of  40 com- 
bines was sent to the field by Ford. The 
yield from the Dynamic Kernels was 5,555 
bushels. The value of  this Iittle crop at  the 
market price of $1.55 per bushel, was 
$8,610.25. The tithe of  $861.03 went to the 
Friends Church who, in turn, gave it to 
the Tecumseh Hospital. 

And now comes the interesting outcome 
after Henry Ford had turned over the 
fifth crop to me. The 5,000 bushels of 
wheat we sold to approximately 250 farm- 
ers in Michigan and near-by states. They 
had to agree to plant the wheat and in 
1946, to pay a tithe of their crop to their 
own church. In  the summer of  1946 we ex- 
pected to harvest $100,000 worth o f  wheat 
-a11 from 360 kernels planted 6 years 
before, which for 5 years had been faith- 
fully “tithed.” 

Mr. Henry Ford’s assistance in furnish- 
ing land,’ machines and labor for the first 
five years was deeply appreciated.’And it 
was all voluntary on his part. How 
thrilled I was on different occasions when 
he might visit the wheat field a t  Tecum- 
seh, or when I might visit him a t  Dear- 
born, to hear him say, “You had faith, 
didn’t you!” or “You are being led, aren’t 
you?” The  very last words Mr. Ford said 
to me one day after we had visited for 
possibly an hour, were “God is within 
you!”, .

LIJAH and Elisha stood by the E River Jordan. Elisha watched as  
Eli jah smote th’e waters with his 
mantle. The river bpened and the 
two passed over on dry ground. 
Then Eli jah said to his companion, 
“Ask what I shall do f o r  thee before 
I am taken away f r o m  thee?” The 
answer came like a flash. Said 
Elisha, “I pray thee let a double 
portion of, thy spirit be upon me.” 
The request was a strange one, but 
i t  was granted. While the two 
walked side by side, a chariot of  
fire appeared out of  the sky, and. 
swinging low, took Eli jah up into 
heaven. But the mantle of Eli jah 
fell a t  the feet of  Elisha. He bent 
over and picked it up, then returned 
the way he had come. 

At the Jordan, Elisha paused only 
a moment. In the distance were the 
sons of the- prophets intently watch- 
ing. He took the mantle and, a s  he 
smote the waters he cried, “Where 
is the Lord God of Elijah?” The 
waters of  the river parted hither 
and thither as .they had for Eli jah, 
and Elisha passed over. The sons of 
the prophets looked a t  one another 
and said, “The spirit of Eli jah doth 
rest on Elisha.” 

T w  e n t y - s e v e n ce n tu  r i e’s h a v e  
passed since the day that Eli jah was 
taken away from the earth in a 
chariot of  fire. Down through the 
years men have read with fasci- 
nated interest, the thrilling story of 
the prophet’s exploits. But, today, 
this story has a significance that it 
never had before. The reason for 
this is revealed in a strange prophecy 
that is recorded in the last words of the 
last book of  the Old Testament. 

According to Malachi, Eli jah is to play 
a role in history, twice-a circumstance 
which is true of no other human being 
during this age!’ Other men have done 
great deeds and their work has lived on, 
but they never returned to add further 
to the story. Death has been universal to 
all  but Eli jah and Enoch. But of  Eli jah 
alone, is i t  specifically said that God 
would send him again into this world- 
not during the Millennium, when faithful 
saints of al l  ages shall  return to earth to 
reign a thousand years, but before the 
Millennium. :‘Behold, I b i l l  send you Eli- 
jah the prophet before the coming of  the 
great and dreadful day of the Lord: 

“And he s h a l l  turn the heart o f  the 
fathers to the children, and the heart of  
the children to their fathers, 1est.I come 
and smite the earth with a curse.” (Mal. 

What a startling statement is this! I t  
has no parallel in history. Is Eli jah to 
come again? Will his coming result in a 
great revival? What is the meaning of  
this astonishing prophecy-a prophecy 
which was God‘s word, His last word, to 
the world before the First Coming of 
Christ! T o  get an answer to these ques- 
tions, let us turn to the record of  Eli jah’s 
life. For,  in it, we. must find the key to 
the meaning of t t i s  strange prophecy. 

N THE scene of Israel’s history, Eli jah 0 appears with a <tartling suddenness. 
Like a clap of  thunder, out of a blue sky, 
The abruptness of  his coming and the 
rapidity o f  his motion in the events that

bility that a man can impart some. 
thing of  his spirit to another. Thus 
it was that Elisha, an unknown 
plowman who followed him. was to 
receive a double portion of  Elijah’s 
spirit. When Eli jah was gone, Elisha 
carried on Elijah’s ministry in dou. 
b le .  power. The words, “spirit of 
Elijah” is more than a catch-phrase. 
I t  is a tangible something that a 
mighty faith had created. A faith 
that had been born in a man’s soul 
by his constant living in the pres- 
ence of God. 

I t  was indeed fortunate for Elisha 
that heirnet Eliiah. God was in that 
meeting. I t  wi l fpay us, too, to meet 
this mighty man of God; for we are 
living in a day when, according to 
prophecy, the spirit of Eli jah is 
again to return to the world! 

God grant that we, like Elisha, 
may learn the secret of Elijah’s 
power; that we may catch the bold- 
ness of his spirit, and emulate him 
in his uncompromising stand for 
righteousness. Then we shall have 
inspiration to fulfill our obligation 
today. Then we, too, may challenge 
the powers of darkness as  Elijah 
did in his day and. by faith, stay 
the rising forces of  evil that seek 
to engulf the human race. The cry 
of the perishing world today is. 
“Where is the Lord God of Elijah?” 
Let us arise today with the boldness 
of Eli jah and, with a like .faith, 
challenge the powers of  evil. So 
shall we fulfill our duty to this, our 
generation. 

ILL Eli jah come in person to 
earth again?

the Scripture, as  found in Malachi 

“Behold, I will send you Eli-

followed were characteristic throughout 
his .life. In  many ways we must judge 
him as  the greatest of the prophets. 

Eli jah’s life was a singular one. As far 
as  human companionship was concerned, 
he was a lonely figure. But he was not 
alone; he lived a life in close communion 
with God. He appeared in public only 
when he was Divinely directed, and then 
his appearance was as  lightning flashing 
in the sky. His pronouncements of  doom 
uDon the enemies of Israel were fulfilled 
4 t h  startling promptness.

that will never be forgotten as  long as  
the world stands. The prophet himself 
was calmly aware of what would take 
place.’ Elisha knew it  and refused to be 
separated from him on the day of his de- 
parture. Even the sons of  the prophets 
anticipated the event. ( I1  Kings 2:5-7). 
Years later,. when Eli jah’s successor was 
on his deathbed, the king of Israel came 
to visit him and, as he saw that  the spirit 
of the old prophet was about to depart, 
he recalled the words of  Eli jah at the 
time of Elijah’s translation. “My father, 
m y  father, the Chariot of Israel, and the 
horsemen thereof.” (11 Kings 2:12). The 
king realized that, with the lapse of half 
a century, God‘s horsemen were again 
a t  the door! 

In  the life o f  Eli jah we see tKe possi- 
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ing of  the great and dreadful day of 
the Lord: 

“And he shall turn the heart o f  the 
fathers to the children, and the heart 
of  the children to  their fathers, lest 
I c o ? y  and smite the earth with a 
curse. 
This is a fascinating prophecy and 

much has been said about its literal ful- 
fillment. However, there is another phase 
of  fulfillment that we would mention a t  
this point, which may be of  even greater 
importance to us. This prophecy has a 
secondary fulfillment. One of  these ful- 
fillments was in John the Baptist! Just 
as the spirit of Eli jah came on Elisha, 
so it also came on John the Baptist. The 
angel prophesied that this would be so. 
Luke 1:17. 

. “And he (John the Baptist)  shall 
go before him in the spirit and power 
E l k ,  to  turn the hearts of the f a t h  
ers to  the children and the disobedz- 
ent to the wisdom of  the just; to 
make ready a people prepared for  
the Lord.” 
Look again a t  the two Scriptures we 

have quoted. John the Baptist came in 
the spirit o f  Eli jah to prepare people for 
the First  Coming of the Lord. Will there 
be others who will appear, just before the 
Second Coming of Christ, to prepare peo- 
ple f o r  H i s  ,foming? The answer seems 
to be, “Yes. For  the Malachi passage 
refers specifically to the time before the 
Great Day of the Lord-the time that we 
are living in now. In fact,  it appears that 
God is doing that very thing now; raising 
up men with great boldness of faith, men 
who are going about preaching the Gos- 
pel in the spirit of Elijah! 



HOSE who come in the spirit of Elijah 
Twill be men who believe in the super- 
natural. The entire ministry of Elijah 
was characterized by the miraculous. He 
was fed supernaturally i n  the desert by 
ravens, which God sent to take care of 
hls prophet. At another t ime;  by an  angel. 
Yet, again, he was preserved alive by the 
flour and oil that multiplied miraculously. 

Who. knows what the days ahead hold? 
A terrible hour is coming upon the earth. 
Men’s hearts ’will be failing them for fear. 
The three and a half years of famine, in 
Elijah’s day, may well be a type of the 

’ Great Tribulation; however, we can be 
assured of one thing-God will take care 
of His own! Neither devil, beast, nor anti- 
Christ, nor any creature, can overcome 
those who have faith in their God. 

A supernatural ministry, primarily, is 
a ministry to bring deliverance to those 
that have need. Eli jah brought life to the 
child that died, and comforted a grieving 
mother that had lost her only child. His 
successor, Elisha, also healed the sick 
and raised the dead. Naaman, the Syrian, 
went from a distant land to be healed of 
his leprosy, and he went not in vain. 
Elisha also healed a child that death had 
taken, bringing his spirit back from be- 
yond the veil, from where, ordinarily, 
none ever return. 

The whole life of Elijah and Elisha was 
marked by the ministry of the supernat- 
ural. Sometimes this ministry resulted in 
judgment coming upon the wicked. A t  
other times, these men led armies to vic- 
tory by means of supernaturally given 
wisdom and knowledge. They called fire 
down out of heaven in judgment. They 
healed bitter waters, and made them 
sweet in blessing. No circumstanc-e arose 
against them, over which they were not 
masters. Even the elements were com- 
pelled to obey their will. The waters of 
the Jordan parted, when they spoke the 
word. I t  was a ministry of the miraculous. 
Will that ministry appear again in these 
days? The best answer is that we are be- 
ginning to see it now? 

This will be a ministry of boldness. 
Eli jah and Elisha did not fear to stand 
before kings. All men were the same in 
their sight. They did not seek to curry 
favor with the princes of this world. They 
did not compromise nor conform to the 
follies of their time. They stood boldly 
against sin. Those who rose up against 
them did SO to their own regret. Such men 
were not to be trifled with. El i jah-and 
Elisha had a work to do and they did hot 
permit anyone to cause them to deviate 
from that which God told them to do. 

This is a ministry which exposes that 
which is false. Baal  worship had become 
the national religion of Elijah’s day. But 
the prophet refused to bow to Baal. He 
refused to compromise with the non- 
supernatural religion of his day. Single- 
handed, he challenged the vested religious 
interests that had powerful allies in the 
king’s court. Eli jah, the anointed of God, 
and bold in faith, met the false prophets 
of-his day in a mighty challenge of faith 
and overthrew the whole institution of 
evil. Men today, through the ministry of 
the supernatural, will challenge the false 
cults and “isms,” “not by might, nor by 
power;” but by the sword of the Spimt! 

We are living in a Christian dispensa- 
tion. God’s messengers will come in love, 
pleading with men to give up their sins 
and turn to the God o f  the Bible;  but 
they will minister in judgment, also, even 
as occurred in the Early Church. Ananias 
and Sapphira sought to leaven the Church 
with their hypocrisy. Judgment came 
upon them. even according to the words 

of Peter, spoken in the Spirit. Elymas, 
the sorcerer, sought to withstand Paul 
and lead away inquirers from the faith. 
But Paul, speaking under the anointing 
of the Holy Spirit, commanded blindness 
to come upon the man who would sub. 
stitute sorcery for the Gospel. 

Yea, verily, i f  our nation is to be turned 
.back to God, it will be through an Elijah 
ministry. Only through a ministry of  the 
supernatural will the wicked and care. 
less of our day be arrested in their course. 
We may thank God for all who preach 
Christ and salvation through His name, 
yet a message that leaves out half or 
two-thirds of the Great Commission is 
not sufficient for our times. We are  in a 
day of full revelation. God is about to 
demand that we preach the whole gospel 
o r  none. Only a miraculous ministry will 
be able to stand against tfie forces of 
hell, that are soon to be unleashed. Eli jah,  
in his day, turned his nation back to the 
faith of his fathers. Today we must have 
a ministry that will repeat that work. 
Only then shall God’s servants deliver 
their souls in this our generation. 

What is the secret of  the Eli jah minis- 
try? We should know by now. Eli jah 
lived for only one thing-to walk with 
God and fulfill His will. The world, and 
its activities, had no interest for  him. He 
lived in a spiritual realm where he could 
ever commune with God, a reatm where 
all things are possible. 

As Eli jah was, so shall the Eli jah saints 
be caught’ away from this world. Today 
they live in heavenly places in Christ 
Jesus. The change will not be.too great 
when heavenly chariots swing low and 
take them away to be with their Lord. 
That is the way that it is going to be. 
Paul tells about i t  in I Thess. 4:15-17- 

“For this we  say unto you by the 
word of the Lord, that we which are 
alive and remain unto the coming of  
the Lord shal l  not prevent them 
which are asleep. 

“For the Lord Himself shall de- 
scend from heaven with a shout, with 
the voice of the archangel, and with 
the trump of  God and the dead in 
Christ shall rise .first. 

“Then we whwh are d i v e  and re- 
main shall be caught up together 
with them in the clouds, to meet the 
Lord in the air and so shall we ever 
be with the Lord.” 
Shall we not say, in the words of the 

great apost!:, “Even so, come quickly 
Lord Jesus. He that shall come, will 
come, and will not- tarry. But there is a 
work to do first. Let  .us arise and do. it. 
F o r  when this gospel is  published in all  
the world, as  a witness to all nations, 
then shall the end come! 
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ANOINTING WITH 
HY do we anoint the sick with oil for  W divine healing? A very simple answer 

might be “Because it i s  in the Bible,” and 
we would point to the two passages where 
the practice is referred to and enjoyed- 
Mark 6:13 and James 5:14-16. But i t  will 
strengthen our intelligent approach to the 
matter, i f  we seek to understand some- 
thing of what lies behind it. 

In  the first place scriptural anointing 
with oil is not “extreme unction” as prac- 
ticed by the Roman Catholics for those 
a t  the point of death. Scriptural anoint 
ing with oil is for LIFE, not death--”the 
Lord shall raise him UP.” Secondly, it is 
not medicinal. The apostles and the elders 
of the church who performed this rite 
were not medical practitioners. They 
acted a s  men with purely spiritual quali 

’ fications, notably faith, and they operated 
by prayer. No sensible person will sup 
pose that oil applied medicinally, as  in 
the paraljle of the Good Samaritan (Luke 
10:34) would equally serve for all man 
ner of sickness and disease. The  healing 
factor is spiritual, not natural, as cer 
tainly was the case when our Lord used 
the strangest of ointments when He spa1 
on the ground, and made clay of the spit 
tle, and anointed the eyes of  the blinc 
man with the clay (John 9:6). 

But, i f  the power that heals by prayei 
is spiritual, why anoint with oil at al l?  
As a matter of fact,  divine healing is 
often received apart from anointing 
Probably in the majority of  cases, espe 
cially in evangelism, the Lord blesses a 
simple laying on of  hands. There is nc 
recorded case in the Book of Acts 01 
anointing with oil in connection witk 
miracles of healing. The Lord may hea 
in answer to simple prayer, as  perhaps 
in the instance of  Epaphroditus (Phil 
2:27).  The decisive element on our sidf 
is “the prayer of faith” (James 5: 15), anc 
it appears that the chief use of anointing 
with oil when praying for the sick is tc 
provide an aid to believing. This is con 
sistent with the divine purpose in othei 
sacraments in the Church where thal 
which can be seen and handled by OUI 
natural senses helps us to grasp the PO 
tent unseen and intangible spiritual fac 

F o r  such purposes the Holy Spirit take! 
and sanctifies some of the common thing! 
and usages of life. The ordinance of be 
liever’s baptism is the ordinary bath liftec 
to a sacramental level (“Arise, and bt 
baptized, and wash away thy sins”-Act! 
22:16):  the breaking of bread service i! 
the ordinary meal, equally lifted to I 
sacrament (“as they did eat, Jesus tool 
bread-Mark 14:22) : anointing with oi

For forty-seven years my husband 
never heard through his left ear and, for 
a number of years, he had been losing 
his hearing in his right ear.  With this 
loss of hearing, he had a constantly in- 
creasing pressure in his head. He had 
done everything he knew to find relief. 
But each treatment did less good and 
caused more pain. With the increased 
pressure there was a rapid failure of eye- 
sight and a failing mentally. He became 
almost blind, and had to wear heavy 
bi-focal glasses. His mind became so bad 
that we were making preparations to 
terminate his business career. 

About this time my husband had an 
X-ray taken. The physician shook his head 
saying, “I am sorry; there is nothing that’ 
I can do, or any one c l secan  do, for you.” 
The X-ray showed a curvature of the 
spine in such a position a s  to cause pres- 
sure a t  the base of the brain and there 
was no medical way to correct it. After 
the diagnosis, his mind failed more rap- 
idly. One day, as he was coming home, 
someone gave him a VOICE OF HEAL- 
ING magazine. He could not see to read 
it, and could not hear what anyone tried 
to tell him. I looked a t  it and readily saw 
the address of the V‘INYARD HEALING 
CAMPAIGN at Elmira, New York on the 
cover. I t  was all new-to me, but I had 
always believed in God and the very 
thought that  anything of that nature was 
within ou r  reach, made me fight tears. 

We went every night for nearly a week, 
before my  husband got enough idea of 
what it was all about to go into the 
prayer line. You will remember he was 
not able to  hear, not even one sentence. 
All this time I was hearing the marvelous 
messages and God’s promises, as well a s  
wonderful testimonies of healings. I sat 
in my seat the night my husband went. 
to be prayed for, and prayed a s  I never 
have before. I heard God’s voice as plain 
as I heard Brother Vinyard’s. He saici;, 
“He will be all  right! He  will be all right 
That was a large order, for the ailments 
mentioned were only part of his trouble. ~ 

He had a bad case of bleeding piles. and 
untold trouble with the vertebrae in his 
back, which caused one leg to be two 
inches shorter than the other. He had 
had an operation on the prostate gland 
four years before, but the condition was 
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worse after than before. He had a size- 
able skin cancer on the chest, and there 
were other ailments. I needed those words 
of encouragement God gave me many 
times in the next six weeks. My husband 
had been unable to hear the words of the 
Evangelist and his only reality was his 
extreme suffering. But, after Brother Vin- 
yard prayed for him, things began hap- 
pening. At first, he appeared to be m’uch 
worse. I would repeat God’s promise and 
claim it, and affirm that I knew eve ry  
thing would be all right. But, when I 
tried to make him understand that he was 
getting better, he thought I was more or 
less cruel in not understanding how he 
felt. 

Then, ten days after prayer, he spent 
the day spitting out great fleshy chunks 
that had come down from his head. With 
the absence of the pressure, came a slow 
consistently gradual improvement. I came 
home one day and found him unable to 
get off the bed alone. Then something 
began happening to the five vertebrae of 
the back which had grown together. One 
of them began to move! Three days after 
the change in his back, he began having 
a terrific over-hauling in the prostate re. 
gion. This lasted three days and then 
subsided, never again to give trouble. 

A little bit later he began to hear some 
a t  times. I began to read to him some of 
the books from Brother Vinyards book- 
stand. When-at last-he began to hear, 
his faith began to grow, and his healing 
progressed by leaps and bounds: Then a 
most peculiar secretion began to come 
from the pores of his body, in the form 
of perspiration. Cancer odor was evident. 
This lasted several days; then he was 
marvelously better. 

At one time during the early part of 
his healing, he had the book “Bible Days 
Are Here Again” and was trying, by 
every means, to see something by way 
of reading. All of a sudden the Lord gave 
him vision, a t  just  the right place to read 
the part condemning the use of tobacco 
Then his sight was gone again, but the 
memory of the words never left. He said, 
“Lord, if you want me to give up to- 
bacco, you will have to help me,” and 
with that he threw away his cigarettes. 
When he threw them away, the Lord took 
away all desire for them and he has never 
had a desire for  them since. 

I t  was six long trying weeks from the 
time of prayer until he was able to hear 
a sermon. In the meantime, he had been 
in every service he could get to, even 
though the Vinyard meetings ended, try- 
ing to hear. I t  was a great thrill to us  
when he finallv did hear God’s Word from 
the pulpit. 

Our daughter Florence, went into the 
oraver line with her father. She had such 
bad“tonsi1s and adenoids that they effected 
her heart, and she could not go around 
a s  a normal child, without losing all nor- 
mal heartbeat. Many days a month she 
had to spend in bed, having penicillin and 

.often running a high fever. She was only 
‘nine -years old, and we were more than 
mildly worried, but we could see no way 
out.of it. We had no money for another 
operation and our earning power was 
practically gone. We were so f a r  in debt 
for sickness that we could not go farther. 
Sickness had cost u s  over nine thousand 
dollars in less than three years. We had 
mortgaged to the limit and exhausted our 
credit. GOD K N E W ,  A N D  H E A L E D  H E R  
I N S T A N T L Y !  She has no more throat 
trouble, and is perfectly well. 

I went into the prayer line for  myself. 
I had, for many years, suffered with 
stomach ulcers, and had taken treatments 

. 
for them for twelve years.. Once I had 
eight blood transfusions to save my life. 
I had spent thousands of dollars for only 
temporary relief but, in the end, I was 

.on a diet of baby’s food and goat’s milk. 
My outlook was most unpleasant. Doc- 
tor’s told me that if I stayed on a diet 
and never work again, 1 .might  .live for 
two years. I already had cancer of the: 
uterus, and. had a n  operation for it, with 
part of it being removed. But the cancer, 
had come back and had grown larger and 
more painful, in the few short months, 
than.in all the years before the operation. 
When Brother Vinyard prayed for me, 
the power of God went through me and 
took away all my troubles a t  once. Praise 
H.is name. I went home and ate things I 
had never dared eat  for years. All signs 
of stomach trouble were gone. All bleed- 
ing from the cancer stopped and I never 
felt a sigh of it again. 

Then, in the middle of December, 1951, 
we were all greatly surprised to find that 
I was four  and a half mqnths pregnant. 

\ I  was so perfectly healed that even the 
doctor who delivered our miracle baby 
cofild not tell that there had been sur- . 
gery. God not only took away the cancer.  
but replaced that part’of my body taken ‘ 
away by the surgeon’s knife. Then I real- 
ized that God had also put the uterus 
back into place so that it was no longer 

.fallen. Our little Juliet .is truly a miracle 
baby and her life has been as much of a 
miracle all .the way. 

When she was ten months old, she con- 
tracted a virus flu, which was in epidemic 
form a t  the time. We prayed for her, but 
did not get the response for a few days. 
She ran a high temperature of 105%’ 
and had a pulse count of 108. She bepame 
unconscious and people began putting 
pressure on us to do something. The pres- 
sure was fnighty strong, with many sug- 
gestions of the.outcome, if she did not 
recover. The situation was desperate. We 
felt that God gave our baby to us as a _. 

miracle, and that He was going to take‘  
care of her. I got up from my chair. 
holding my baby close, and gave the in- 
vitation for those who believed God was , 

going to heal her to follow me to another 
room, .but for unbelievers to stay back. 
We forcefully rebuked Satan, refusing to . 
let him have any hold upon her longer. ,. 
We stood firmly on that. My husband and 
I felt a perfect release, a perfect assur- 
ance. We bega,n to praise God for her 
healing and an hour later found her tem- 
perature going ‘down. Befor? bedtime i t  
had dropped several degrees, and she 
knew us.  God had done t h e  work and we , 

were able to go to bed in peace, 
We praise God many times daily for 

taking away all our ills, for answering 
our prayers, for filling u s  with His preci- 
ous Holy Spirit. We praise God He has 
led u s  into places to help others to-know 
Him for their deliverance ‘for body, soul ’ 
and spirit. The great healing campaigns 
of the world are wonderful; they’ a re  
leading people by the millions to the Lord. 
We praise God that He has a work for 
u s  to do, in a small way. in places Evan- 
gelists with their big tents and their 
equipment do not have opportunity to 
contact and work. 

We called ‘on the doctor who had 
X-rayed my husband and he was aston- 
ished. He showed us the X-ray and talked : 
about it. He said that he was glad that ’ 

there were still some who believed in ’ 

God. He said that th i s  was one of thc 
jobs that only God could do.

him for a moment, then they untied his 
shackles and put him back in his cell. 
They beat to death those who were in 
front of him and behind him, but they 
didn’t harm him. . The power sent down to us by the God 
of  Eliiah is still powerful. He wlll protect 
us an2 enable us to do the supernatural 
now, for truly-the God who lived in 
Elijah’s time is just the same today! 

(Sermon THE MANTLE OF E L I J A H  
preached by Euongelist Wilbur Ogilvie at 
the Fourth Annual T V H  Convention in 
Dallas, Texas) 

FRIENDS,  W E  HAVE PROVED time 
and a-gain that  the God of  El i jah still 
lives, He lived in Elijah’s day, He lived 
in Elisha’s day and He still lives today. 

Elisha said to Eli jah,  “Let a double por- 
tion of thy spirit be upon me” ( I 1  Kings 
2:9). 

Eli jah had given him a choice of  asking 
for anything that he wanted. Elisha medi- 
tated only half a second. He’wanted a 
double portion o f  the power of God more 
than anything in the world. 

I believe, if the Lord tarries, you and 
I are going to need it too. El i jah told 
Elisha that, if he saw him when he was 
taken up, his wish would be granted; if 
not, it wouldmot be. 

I1 Kings 2:11-14--“And it came to 
pass, as they still went on, and talked, 
that, beho?d, there appeared a chariot 
of fire, and horses of fire, and parted 
them both asunder; and Elzjah went 
up by a whirlwind into heaven. 

“And Elisha saw it, and he cried, 
m y  father, m y  father, the chariot of 
Israel, and the horsenlen thereof. And 
he saw him no more; and he took hold 
of  his own clothes, and rent them in 
two pieces. 

“And he took the mantle of Elijah 
that fell from him, and smote the 

waters, and said, “WHERE IS T H E  
LORD GOD O F  ELIJAH? And when 
he had smitten the water; they parted 

~ hither and thither: AND ELISHA 
I W E N T  OVER JORDAN!” 

With this story of Eli jah and Elisha, 
there is. one more Scripture I want to 
read to you. 

I t  is found in Jeremiah 12:5- 
“If  thou hast run with the footmen, 

and they have wearied thee, then how 
canst thoic.contend with horses? and, 
i f  in the land of  peace, wherein thou 
trustedst, they wearied thee,” (then 
how canst thou contend with;) or 
“how (what)  wilt thou do in the 
swelling of  Jordan?” 
I believe there will come a time when 

Christians may be exterminated from the 
earth,  unlcss they have the power of 
Elijah. Thcre will come a plague that will 
destroy us, unless we get  hold of  the man. 
tle of  Eli jah,  which fell on the day of 
Pentecost. ‘ 

The Bible says that the fire prayed 
down by El i jah licked up the water and 
the sacrifices, and burned up the stones 
and everything. About that  time, the 
prophets of  Baal started to make their 
get-away; they headed for.the border, but 
Eli jah said, “No you don’t,’’ and they 
rounded up everyone o f  thoat- modernists, 
that  didn’t believe in the fire of.God, and 
took them down to the brook Kishon and 
slew them. ( I  Kings 18:39.40). 

Let  me tell you, right now, that  the 
modernist regime will pour cold water on 
the sacrifice i f  they can. But God will 
come down and baptize believers with the 
Holy Ghost and fire. Let the skeptics dis- 
believe, but God will still come down and 
touch sick bodies, He will smite cancers, 
heal tumors and raise the dead. The God 
of Elijah still lives! 

Jeremiah said, “If  you can’t run with 
the footmen, what will you do at the 
swelling of the Jordan?’’ 

Right now, we still have the protection 
of  the law. but what will you do when 
they say, “Give up the Lord Jesus Chrast, 
or your head is coming 08.’’ If you can’t 
serve God now, what will you do when 
Hell breaks loose, and the Jordan over- 
flows? 

I know a man who told me that he 
owed his life to  the Baptism of the Holy 
Ghost. He was in a concentration camp 
in the Philippines. He watcheciJthe Japs a s  
they called the missionaries spies,” and 
beat them to death. He heard their groans 
as they died. They came and got this man 
and put him in a chair, strapped him 
down and backed off. They said, “How 
much does the American government give 
you to be a spy here in the Philippines?” 
He replied that  the government didn’t 
pay him anything. They said, “Don’t lie 
to us.” Then the Holy Spirit came upon 
him and he said to  the interpreter, “I 
know that I was a drunkard and a thief, 
but one day Jesus saved my soul and gave 
me a love for  the people in the Philip- 
pines. I left everything and came over 
here to tell you about Jesus, whom I love 
so much.” They backed off and looked at 
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is a personal habit of  the East  (“when 
thou fastest, anoznt thy head”-Matt. 
6:  17 1 .  Anointing the body was usually, 
except for burial, connected with health, 
and joy and welbbeing (Thou anohtest 
my head with oil”-Psalms 23: 5 1, and 
readers will recall classic instances in 
the Odyssey. To  anoint the body would 
have healthful suggestions and associa- 
tion for the early Christians more easily 
than for ourselves. 

Deeper still, anointing with oil is typi- 
c a l . o f  the spiritual grace o f  the Holy 
Spirit of God. Throughout the Old Testa- 
ment anointing with oil carried a long 
and sacred tradition connected with the 
priesthood and with kingship (e. g. Aaron 
and David). The New Testament makes 
“anointing” definitely typical of  the Holy 
Spirit-“God anointed Jesus of Nazareth 
with the Holy Ghost and power” an$ 
“We have an ~ m c t w n  from the Holy One, 
etc. All this taken together means that  
anointing with oil is intended to help us 
realize the presence and power of the 
Holy Spirit. It is superstitious to suppose 
that the oil in itself carries any miracul- 
ous power. C. T. Studd was miraculously 
healed af ter  being anointed with kero- 
sene! It is GOD, not the oil. “The LORD 
shall raise him up.” The prayer of faith 
recognizes the unseen Lord with power 
present to heal, but that faith is truly 
assisted by the outward ordinance of  
anointing. 

I t  is a prevalent mistake to cheapen 
this sacred ordinance by using it for all  
kinds of trivial complaints.’ The Bible is 
c k a r  that it is  reserved fok those seri- 
ously ill. The word for  “sick” in James 
5:14 is literally “exhausted.” That is to 
say they are  so weak that they are com- 
pelled to “call” for the elders to come to 
them in their grave necessity. This is far  
removed from a preacher almost pleading 
with members of a church to come out 
to be anointed for some minor indisposi- 
tion in order to comply with a local “testi. 
rnony.” Anointing with oil ought never 
become commonplace. To preserve its 
gravity is a signal service to faith. The 

mutual confession of faults also adds to 
the depth of the spiritual exercise prop. 
erly involved in its observance. I ts  exer. 
cise makes an exacting demand upon the 
spiritual life of the elders called upon, 
f o r  they must be men who can offer the 
“praver of faith.” Fuller consideration of 
these factors would carry us beyond the 
scope of this column. I t  is a matter for 
gladness that  more and more ministers 
of the Gospel in many sections of  the 
Church are.prepared to exercise this rnin. 
istry in humble dependence upon the 
Living Christ.

isters 3 all dehominations flocked in from 
far  and near. The meeting was kept up 
by night and day. Thousands heard of the 
mighty work, and came on foot, on horse- 
back, in carriages and wagons. I t  was sup- 
posed that there were in attendance a t  
times during the meeting from twelve to 
twenty-five thousand people. Hundreds 
fell prostrate under the mighty power of 
God, a s  men slain in battle. Stands were 
erected in the woods from which preach- 
ers of different churches proclaimed re- 
pentance toward God and faith in our  
Lord Jesus Christ. and it was supposed, 
by eye and ear  witnesses, that between 
one and two thousand souls were happily 
and powerfully converted to God during 
this meeting. I t  was not unusual for one, 
two, three, and four to seven preachers to 
be addressing the listening thousands a t  
the same time from different stands erec- 
ted for the purpose. The heavenly fire 
spread in almost every direction. I t  was 
said, by truthful witnesses, that, a t  times, 
more than one thousand persons broke 
out into loud shouting all at once, and that 
the shouts could be heard for miles 
around. 

“From this camp-meeting, for so it ought 
to be called, the news spread through all 
the ,  churches, and through all the land, 
and it excited great wonder and surprise; 
but it kindled a religious flame that spread 
all over Kentucky and through many 
other states. And, I may here say, this was 

sthe first campmeeting ever held in the 
United States, and here our campmeet- 
ings took their rise.”

Jesus “called .unto Him His twelve dis- 
ciples land)‘ gave thein power .against 
unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to 
heal all mannerof sickness and all man- 
ner of disease.” (Matt. 1O:l). 

Not only did Jesus give them power to’ 
cast out demons, B U T  H E  COMMANDED 
‘fhem to do it! He said, “go, preach-heal 
m f l t ~ ~  siCk, raise’ the dead, cast out devils.” 
ih:.8it. lO:i-8. 

111. the tenth chapter of Luke, the Lord 
sent out seventy others also. He had sent 
them to preach the Gospel and to heal the 
sick. When they returned they declared, 
“Even the devils are subject to u s  through 
 thy name.” See verse 17. 

Here, sqme may say. that no one else 
ever cast out devils because no one else 
was ever directly commissioned to cast 
them out. Let  me’show here that we have 
‘evidence in the scriptures that a man who 
iwas not numbered with the twelve, or the 
,seventy, was found casting out devils in 
Jesus name. “And John answered him,. 
saying, ‘Master, we saw one casting out 
devils in thy name, a n d  H E  FOLLOW- 
ETH NOT US: 

“But Jesus said, Forbid’ him not: for  
bhere is no man which shall do a miracle 
in my‘name, that can lightly speak evil 
of me.” (Mark 9:38-39). 
1 Before Jesus went back to heaven, He 
left  with His followers the mighty prom- 
ise, “Verily, verily, I say-unto you, He 
that believeth on me, the works that I do 
shall  he do also; and greater works than 
these shall he do; because I go unto m y  
father.” (John 14: 12). Then the ascension 
,f Christ did not .mean an end of mir- 

(found in Mark 16:15-18) was, “Go ye 
into all the world, and preach the gospel 
to every creature. 

“He that believeth and is baptized shall  
be saved; but he that believeth not shall 
be damned. 

“And these signs SHALL FOLLOW 
THEM THAT BELIEVE; In my name 
shall theu CAST OUT DEVILS: 

“. . . they shall lay hands oh the sick, 
und they shall recover.” Matthew adds, 
“Teuchzng them to observe all thzngs 
whatsoever I have commanded you: and, 
lo, I am with yoid alway, EVEN UNTO 
THE E N D  O F  THE WORLD.”

Christ’s last commission. to those whom Philip, another of  the first deacons, 
He left behind to carry on His work, went down to Samaria and preached 

Christ to them. “And the people with one 
accord gave heed unto those things which 
Philip spake, hearing and seeing the mir- 
acles which he did. 

“For unclean spirits, crying with loud 
voice. CAME OUT OF MANY THAT 
WERE POSSESSED WITH THEM: and 
many taken with plsies, and that were 
lame, were healed. (Acts 8:6-8). 

Although Paul was not among those 
who heard the commission and promise 
of Jesus on the Mount of Olives before 
He ascended, nevertheless, twenty three 
years after  Christ’s ascension, “God 
wrought SPECIAL MIRACLES by the 
hands of Paul: 

“So that from his body were brought 
itnto the sick handkerchiefs and aprons, 
and the diseases departed from them, 
AND THE EVIL SPIRITS (DEMONS) 

Here is a man who cast out demons, with- 
out even being near the ones that were 
being delivered! Only the bits of  cloth 
that ‘came from the Apostles hands 
touched their bodies! 

Here, may we introduce a word of 
warning. The miracles of Paul became so 
outstanding, that even some whose lives 
had not been purified by faith came to 
believe that miracles could surely 6e done 
in the name of Jesus. (Acts 19:13-18). 
These knew Him only as  “Jesus. whom 
Paul preacheth.” When fhey attempted 
to cast out demons in that name, they 
were recognized by the demons as having 
no authority. They believed what thev had 
seen-the miracles which they had seen 
Paul perform. But they DID NOT have 
faith in God. They did not believe that 
God would work miracles by their hands 
because, of His direct word to them.“They 
did not prove their faith in God by be- 
lieving His commands as well as  His 
promises, and by living lives of consecra- 
tion and holiness. Many sincere people 
today have met with disappointment and 
discouragement because they have tried 
to appropriate God’s promises, without 
being careful to fulfill His commands. The 
name of Jesus is not a charm. I t  possesses 
no magic. But it does possess power, when 
used by those to whom He has given His 
“pow& of attorney,” the right to do busi- 
ness for Him, in His name. This includes 
all those who truly believe and act  upon 
ALL God’s word. 

The early church was a powerful 
church, because the members of that 
church believed God. They believed in 
holy living, because God said, “Be y e  
holy.” They feared sin, because they had 
seen sin revealed through the “gift of 
discernment,” and liars struck dead for 
their sin. (Acts 5.) They believed that 
they could do miracles in the name of 
Jesus because He had said, “The works 
that I do shall ye do also.” And because 
they believed God, God worked with them, 
confirming the word with signs and won- 
ders. God has not changed. Any church 
today can have the same power, if they 
will meet the same conditions. 

Twentysix years after  the ascension of 
Christ, the apostle Paul wrote to the 
Church a t  Corinth, saying, “For God hath 
set some in the church, first apostles, sec- 
ondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after 
that MIRACLES. THEN GIFTS OF 
HEALINGS.” (I Cor. 12:28). That same 
church is still a t  work in the world today 
and will be until the trumDet sounds and 
the first ,resurrection takes lace, and 
I Thessalonians 4:13-18 is fu1fi)lled. Then 
the work of  the church on this earth will

doubt, demon inspired. The “woman c a p  
tain,” according to Bethurum’s account, 
says, “We worship a Supremz deity who 
sees, knows, and controls all.

2. It is interesting to note the method 
advocated by the woman space-visitor for 
making “contacts.” She declares, “You 
kan do anything, or  get anything, even 

By Gordon Lindsay 3. When we think of celestial beings, 
we think of those who are untainted by 
sin. And, indeed, these supposed inhabit- 
ants of another planet claim that they are 
an unfallen race, but the conversation of 
these beings hardly indicates that they 
are holy beings. 

Bethurum complains on one occasion 
that some of the men, who worked with 
him, warned him that the inhabitants of 
the Flying Saucers probably came from 
Russia, and that they were “going to 
blast hell out of me and them.” To this 
profane remark, according to Bethurum, 
the woman “laughed lightly and delici- 
ously.’’ Seems as  if she enjoyed this 
rough language. 

The “woman captain” described cus- 
toms on her planet. She said that the last 
time she was on the Planet Clarion a 
wedding took place. She said, “The 
weather was fine, I want you to know; 
and everyone danced until dawn.” Aura, 
herself, likes to dance. Her words on this 
matter were, “I love to read, ride, swim 
and fish in lakes and rivers. I like to dress 
up nicely and dance, but housework gives 
me the shivers.” Dancing seems to hold 
quite a place on the Planet Clarion. Are 
these space-visitors members of an un- 
fallen race? 

4. As to religion, the woman seems to 
favor Roman Catholicism. Captain Aura 
gave an invitation to Bethurum to take a 
trip in her Flying Saucer to the Planet 
Clarion. She asked him to bring a Cath- 
olic priest along. He could say mass both 
for Bethurum and the space-visitors. Ac- 
cording‘ to fhe account she says, “Father 
John will be a fine leader for your group, 
for we know there must be reverent serv- 
ice. I am sure he will want to go along. 
He is well known in your town and, in 
cape and gown, perhaps he will lead us 
in a mass or two, and join with orations 
and songs to enlighten my crew.” 

5. The woman space-visitor gave the lo- 
cation of the Planet Clarion-it is behind 
the moon, out of sight! To Bethurum she 
said, “Remember we are planning to take 
you on a visit to Clarion, to see our beau- 
tiful homes on the other side of  the 
moon.” To anyone familiar with astron- 
omy this is an absurd statement. I t  is like 
telling some one that his house is on the 
other side of a moving automobile, and 
can not be seen because the moving auto- 
mobile is in the way. The moon moves 
a t  a speed of one half a mile a second. 
In an hour it has completely left the posi- 
tion in space it just occupied. How could 
another planet hide behind the swiftly 
moving satellite of our earth? 

6 .  Most significant of all  is the fact that 
the .woman was caught in a lie. Bethurum 
met her in a restaurant and tried to talk 
to her. But she de%ied any acquaintance- 
ship in this public place. As the space- 
woman went to the door, she suddenly 
disappeared into thin air. But Bethurum 
adds, she left behind a note admitting 
that she had not told the truth! 
7. One of the interesting experiments 

that Bethurum says he witnessed was 
the  de-materialization, by the  space-  
woman. of his flashlight while it was held 

in his hand-thus accomplishing a feat 
that spiritualists are said to be able to 
perform under certain conditions. 

Further comment is unnecessary. Some 
kind of Satanic delusion is behind this 
kind of thing. But what is the explanation 
of the mystery? 

Our book THE MYSTERY O F  THE 
FLYING SAUCERS IN THE LIGHT O F  
THE BIBLE is, we believe, the first book 
which- exposes the Flying’ Saucer (so- 
called) “contacts.” 

However, there has been placed in our 
hand an article that has just recently 
come out in DESTINY. The explanation 
of the Flying Saucers, by the writer, is 
interesting. We have previously men. 
tioned the fact that the space-visitors ad- 
mit there is some connection between 
their coming and the atomic explosions.

The writer of the article, “Flying 
Saucers,” in DESTINY points out what 
we alluded to briefly in our book, that 
certain fallen creatures apparently played 
a part in the apostacy of Ante-Diluvian 
days.

the space-visitors. Because of the tre- 
mendous release of energy by the atomic 
bomb explosions, it is believed that these 
fallen creatures now have power to pro.

has been a tremendous increase in the ap- 
pearance of these flying objects since man 
has released atomic power by his experi- 
ments with the atomic and hydrogen 
weapons. Is this release of free energy, 
placed at the disposal of these highly-in- 
telligent F E A R F U L  ONES, a source of 
power that has enabled them to become 
more active than .previously? Are they 
now able to mass produce vehicles for 
themselves from this free energy-“me- 
chanical bodies” which they direct by the 
power of will? 

“Followiq the atomi6 explosions in Ne- 
vada, firebafls were seen above the field 
for days. The authorities said they had 
nothing whatever to do with the explo- 
sions. B y  these experiments with atomic 
and hydrogen devices, men have been 
sending into the realm of him who is “the 
prince of the power of the air,” a tremen- 
dous quantity of free energy. Were these 
fireballs merely evidence that these ma- 
levolent personalities were gathering up 
the released free energy from the radio- 
active area to-be used to break down the 
partition which has separated the nether 
world from the human order, releasing 
the Rephaim (fallen creatures of the 
Anti-Diluvian world) from their confine- 
men t ? 

“The appearance ‘en masse’ is an ill 
omen, portending grave trouble for the 

-entire world. This will become more and 
more evident, as atomic and hydrogen 
bomb experiments are continued, placing 
more and more free energy a t  the dis- 
posal of these denizens of the deep.

- One day he was crossing an open 
field when a ferocious .bull rushed him. 
There was no tree to climb and no fence 
to get through, for he was in the center 
of the field. There was no hope but God. 
He said a strange peace possessed him, 
and he knew the animal could not hurt 
him. The bull pawed the ground for a 
time and then charged him a t  great 
speed. There he stood, helpless, in the 
middle of the field, with a charging bull 
coming toward him.

Never have I heard 
a man speak with such authority! 

Before the meeting started, cards had 
been handed out promiscuously by his son 
to those who wished to be prayed for. 
These cards nudbered from L 50 to L 100, 
Brother Branh’am said that he would 
pray for all with cards numbered from 
L 85 to L 100. From that crowded audi- 
torium 15 people came forward to be 
prayed for, and stood in line. Now, I 
thought, we will see i f  this man is lust 
theorizing and theologizing like the rest 
of us, or  whether he has an experimen- 
tal knowledge of the things that he af-  
firms. Soon I was to be convinced that 
here, indeed, was a man that did the 
things that  we preach. 

As the fifteen people stood in front of 
him, he said, “These people are all 
strangers ‘to me. I have never seen them 
before. I don’t know them a t  all!” “Now” 
he said, “we*will  see what the Lord i s  
going to do tonight. Satan is only a bluff. 
Jesus won the victory on Calvary’s Cross 
and has made us the boss.” We also say 
the same thing, but this man was going 
to demonstrate it before our very eyes. 

The first person that stood in front of 
him was a quiet, slim, middle-aged 
woman. Brother Branham was so gen- 
tle and quiet spoken in all his dealings 
with the people-never once did he raise 
his voice or  get excited or disturbed. He 
was a complete master of  the situation 
all  the time.

He i s  just as  much a t  
home in the largest auditoriums in the 
land seating 1 0 , ~ .  which are frequently 
packed to capacity wherever he goes, as  
he is in his humble home, ministering to 
the people who come to him there. 

As this first person stood in front of 
him, everyone waited breathlessly to see 
whether what he said was’going to come 
to pass in that meeting. Many preachers 
tell what has happened in other meetings 
and in other places; but here was a man 
who had already said. “If I a m  a prophet 
of God, the things that I have spoken 
about will come to pass tonight. I f  they 
don’t come to p;ss, you can brand me as 
a false prophet. 

He waited for a little while, for he was 
in no hurry. Quietly he spoke to her, as 
if waiting for inspiration, “NOW, I don’t 
know you a t  all. We have never met be- 
fore. I f  I can tell you things about your- 
self and what is wrong with you. you 
will admit that the Lord has revealed 
this to me, for no man could do such 
things by his own power.”

Y T H E  time this issue of TVH reaches 

the hands of  its readers throughout 
the world. we will be in the small, but 
densely populated island of Java, Indo- 
nesia, launching our first Salvation and 
Healing Campaign in the Orient. With 
God‘s guidance and blessing, thousands 
will be brought to the feet of  Christ, and 
scores of native preachers and workers 
will hasten with new courage, broadened 
vision and with signs following their min- 
istries, to carry the Gospel of  the King- 
dom to the in-numerable un-reached areas 
of this new, fast-growing, but war-threat- 
ened Republic. 

In addition to what we believe lies 
ahead of  us in Indonesia, (revival, souls, 
miracles and a replica of Bible days ) ,  our 
hearts rejoice also because a plan now 
exists which is making it possible for 
native preachers of  many various races, 
colors and heathen backgrounds to pi- 
oneer new works In un-reached areas of  
already 19 different countries.

The small assistance granted these na- 

tive missionaries 1s administered through 
their Foreign Missionary Headquarters, 
by their Missionary Supervisors, and only 
for  the period of  time necessary for them 
to develop each new pioneer work so that 
it  can support its own native pastor. Then 
this assistance is discontinued and given 
to another native f o r  the same purpose. 

AN AMAZING INVESTMENT 
As an indication o f  the growing interest 

in this Crusade for Native Evangelism, 
we are finding the following question in 
many letters, “How much would it cost 
to fully support a native preacher?” Oth- 
ers say, “1 cannot go  to foreign countries 
myself. How much would it cost to have 
my own native substitute 011 the fieId?” 

From $10 to $40 per month will general. 
ly support a native pioneer preacher, de- 
pending, o f  course, on the country. 

Last month a businessman from Can- 
ada wrote stating that he would like to 
send $100 per month for native assistance. 
He expressed that while he was conflnd 

to’his  office in Canada, laboring over his 
desk, it would be a joy to know that he 
would be making it possible for some na- 
tive preacher in another country to be 
preaching the Gospel as his substitute. 
Then he concluded that he was praying 
God would bless his business to the extent 
that he would later be able to support two 
substitutes. 

It was a joy to inform this man that 
his $100 would fully support not only one, 
but six native preachers in five different 
countries in full-time pioneei. ministry. 

Today, because of this businessman’s 
vision, the Gospel is being preached in six 
native villages almost- unreached until now 
-in Korea, S. India, Guatemala, Antigua, 
B.W.I., and the Philippines. All this, I say, 
for $100 per month, given by one Chris- 
tian business h a n  with a vision for world 
evangelization. Is that a good investment? 

On-the other hand, there are those who 
are only moved by special appeals and 
give a little here and a little there, and 
have but little to show for it, whereas, if 
they would put their all back of the most 
important work o f  the hour, they could 
probably see a whole new tribe or a whole 
new country evangelized. There are men 
who could have the untold joy of  support- 
ing 50 or 100 native missionaries in pio- 

neer territory. You can be a missionary. 
by sending forth these native substitutes, 
even though you never have the joy of 
going to a foreign field yourself. 

Jesus said, “This Gospel ‘MUST FIRST 
be published among ALL NATIONS” 
(Mk. 13:10),  and according to Rev. 7 :9  and 
14:6,,every “nation, and ,kindred. and peo- 
ple and tongue” must hear the message. 

The world witst be evangelized. W e  
realize that some will have to go, others 
pray and still others give. I t  doesn’t mat- 
ter which part is ours, so long as we have 
a part and we do that part faithfully. 

If you cannot go yourself, then send a 
substitute. Make Missions the passion of 
your life. your business. your prayers and 
your actions.

We are happy to report the meeting we 
had here with Evangelist and Mrs. Rudy 

’Cerullo and their daughter, little “Edie.” 
The meeting began in our church build- 

ing, which seats 350 people and, from the 
very first night, God mightily used our 
Brother, Rudy Cerullo, as  I have never 
seen another man used in the ministry of 
healing. He had an unusual anointing 
that first night, as  he declared that the

After hearing much about the great 
Campaign Brother and Sister Rudy Cerul- 
lo had in Palma Soriano, Cuba, we looked 
forward to their arrival in our city, and 
their coming to our church for a meeting.

E A R E  STILL praising God for the

N T H E  10th of September, 1953. I 0 was hit just over the eye with a knot 

from a planer, and it  knocked a hole in 
the top of my eyeball. which filled with 

my forehead. I was 
sent to the Hospital, 
and they didn’t know 
whether I was going 
to live or  die. The 
blood left my eye 
and forehead and 
dissolved away, but 
then I couldn’t see 
a thing.

Some went home, because they were un- 
able to get in. 

Many were filled with the Holy Spirit. 
During the third week, 172, actual count, 
stood testifying that they had been fi!led 
with the Holy Spirit during this meeting. 
There were many others also, who could 
give the same testimony, who were work- 
ing and unable to come each night. W e  
rejoiced to  see our. prayer rooms filled, 
nightly, with hungry seekers. W e  saw 
people healed of all manner of disease, 
and delivered from blindness, deafness, 
and arthritis, when Brother Grant prayed 
for  them. 

An outstanding deliverance we recall 
was when a 69 year old man had his 
sight restored to a blind eye, which had 
been burned out by gun powder, when he 
was 12 years old.

A lady, whose v k w n  in one eye had 
been marred f o r  over 50 years, by  a 
growth, had her sight completely restored 
also, when Evangelist Grant prayed f o r  
her. 

A boy born deaf, now hears clearly. A 
6 year-old boy was delivered from polio 
and discarded his brace. Everyone wit- 
nessed .his walking and running up .and 
down the tent aisles. A six year old boy 
who had been born with a deformed ear, 
with no opening in his head( according 
to  physician’s reports), was healed and 

enabled to  hear for  the first time out 
of the previously deformed ear. 

Most important to me is that the re- 
vival continues in.our  church, and many 
people are seeking the Lord in every 
service. A number have been-saved and 
filled with the Holy Spirit since the re.

And it. became obvious, even to 
dull men, that whereas primeval man had 
armed himself in hope of ,survival. mod- 
ern man might very well destroy himself 
and civilization with the awful weapons 
at his command. 
Even now we must be rapidly approach. 

ing the “day of the Lord” spoken of in 
I1 Peter 3:10, “in the which the heavens 
s h a l l  pass away with a great noise, and 
the elements shall melt with fervent heat, 
the’earth also and the works that are 
therein shall be burned up.” . 

’ TENSION l i  ISRAEL 
Russia’s’ Andrei Y. Vishinsky lined up 

with the Arab countries against a West- 
ern plan -for a general debate on the 
tense situation between Israel Hnd 30r- 
dan. Vishinsky thus pushed a step farther 
the new turn of Soviet diplomacy in sid- 
ing with the Arabs in disputes with the 
West or in their unending conflict with 
Israel. 

Israel’s Prime Minister Moshe Sharett, 
speaking to the Knesset (Parliament) in 
Jerusalem on March 24th concerning the 
murder of eleven Israelis at Maaleh Akra- 
bim (Scorpion Pass) on March 17th, in- 
cluded this signiflcant statement: “Wlth 
all of the im ortance that we attach to 
the responsibhty of the United Nations 
for the security of Israel and our own re: 
sponsibility towards the international or- 
ganization of which Israel is a member, 
we must not forget even. for a moment 
that, in the last analysis, the bulwark of 
our security is our own self-reliance which 
we must go on strengthening in every 
possible w a y  with the help of whomever 
is ready t o  assist us in our need.” 
Russia’s increasing pressure and opposi. 

tion to Israel is in accord with the prophe- 
cy in the 38th chapter of Ezekiel. The’ef- 
fect of the opposition is reflected in the 
words of Israel’s Prime Minister Sharett 
in that Israel is now ready to accept help 
from whatever source it will come. The 
pro hecy of :Daniel 11:21-24 indicates the 
antfchrist (pan of sin) will come into 
power and gain control of ‘the land of 
Israel ’ by offering to help. Israel, and 
thus entering into an agreement, or 
league, or covenant with them. The pres- 
ent increasing tension in Israel would 
seem to indicate that we are rapidly near- 
ing the time for ’th6 appearance of the 
antichrist. ‘ .\ 

TREES IN’ TME WILDERNESS 
A sort of New Year’s Day was recently 

observed in Israel-“Rosh Hashonah Le- 
1lanot”-the New- Year of Trees. Many 
of the nation’s 300,000 school children 
troo ed into the countryside and planted 
saplfngs and seeds. This holiday, which 
students of relidon believe must have 
been a nature feast centuries ago, was 
given a religious as ect by a pilgrimage 
to Beersheba whicg planted, with ap- 
pro riate prayers, a tamarisk tree even 
as Wbraham is said to have done there. 
As a nature feast it had importance 

for modern Israel, for it marked the be- 
ginning of this year’s afforestation pro- 
gram, a most valuable activity economic- 
ally and esthetically for that relatively 
treeless .land. Keren Kayemeth Le-Israel 
(the Jewish National Fund) plans to 

plant 4,500,000 saplings this year in five 
categories: on the bare hills and along 
the highways, as green belts adjacent to 
Negev settlements, along wadis for .ac- 
cumuJation of rainwater in the soil and 
a first planting of sisal trees in the 
Negev for future industrial development. 
There also will be special security plant- 
ings at the request of the Army. The 
corps of children that invaded the coun- 
tryside did not accomplish all of this 
large order. Most of it will be done during 
the coming year by workers from the 
cities who are out of other employment. 
The tree planting program in Israel is 

no doubt in fulfillment of this remarkable 
prophecy in the 418t cha ter of Isaiah, 

concerning the glory of the coming Da- 
vidic kingdom after the regathering of 
Israel and the setting up of the kingdom. 

“ I  will plant in the wilderness the ce- 
dar, the shittah tree.. and the myrtle, 
and the oil tree; I w t l l  set an the des- 
ert the fir tree, and the pine, and the 
box tree together: 

That they may see, and know, and 
consider, and understand together, 
that the hand of the LORD hath done 
this, and the Holy One of  Israel hath 
created it.”

HELL QM EARTH 

At this writing it is now possible to 
obtain a partial picture of the terrifying 
power of the H-bomb explosion in the 
Pacific on March 1st. Piecing together 
reports from a variety of sources-fisher- 
men, Congressional committee members 
and other spokesmen-shows this was 
the greatest man-made blast of history. 
It apparently even exceeded the calcula- 
tions and expectations of AEC scientists. 
The muscular growth of nuclear bombs 

has been phenomenal. Less than nine 
years ago, we were stunned to read that 
an atomic bomb had been dropped at 
Hiroshima with a destructive force equiv- 
alent to 20,000 tons of TNT. The first 
hydrogen explosion-at Eniwetok in No- 
vember, 1952-was reliably reported to 
have been equal to 4,000,000 tons. It wiped 
an island off the map and dug a crater a 
mile wide and 175 feet deep in the ocean 
floor. 
The March 1st explosion. according to 

unconflrmed reports, was about 12 to 15 
million tons. The shock was felt 176 miles 
away. And how the AEC is said to be 
widening its proving ground area for the 
next bomb explosion which is rumored 
to be 40 million tons. 
Primeval man, seeking to survive in a

I. Religious Signs 
In Joel 2:21, 28; James 6: 7, 8;  Zechariah 

lO:l, God’s Word declares that, in the last 
days, there would be a great Latter Rain Re- 
vival. This prophesy has been fulfilled in the 
20th century, in our generation. On the first 
day of the first month of the first year of 
this 20th century, God sent the Latter Rain 
Revival. In every great revival there was a 
manifestation of God’s presence and people 
spoke with tongues, but they never under- 
stood i t  as we do. However, on January 1, 
1901, in Topeka, Kansas, God’s power fell 
on a group of hungry people and they said, 
“This is that which God has promised.”

God not only 
promised a Holy Ghost revival but also a 
Healing Revival in the last days. (Luke 14: 
16-21). This passage of Scripture plainly 
teaches that God’s last revival would be-a 
healing revival. W e  have seen i t  come to pass 
in our generation. Thousands of people are 
filling mammoth tents, great auditoriums, 
football stadiums, etc. The greatest crowds 
ever to assemble for revivals are coming in 
our day; not to hear a great musical pro- 
gram, to see a show, or t o  listen merely to 
a great orator; they are coming because the 
blind are seeing, the deaf are hearing, the 
crippled are walking, and cancers and tumors 
are disappearing. Yes, friends, Bible Days 
are here again! God’s Word rophesied it 
and i t  has happened in our lay. Jesus is 
Coming ! 

A preacher asked me if I didn’t honestly 
believe these healing revivals would TAPER 
OFF? I said, “No! brother, they will T A -  
P E R  U P ! ”  I said, “As long as the Holy 
Ghost is in the world, we will have Holy 
Ghost revivals, and when H e  leaves, I’m 
going wtih Him.” Hallelujah! This great 
Holy Ghost, Healing Revival began in our 
time and I believe i t  is proof that these are 
the last days, and a sign that Jesus will 
come in our time. 

11. Physical Signs 
Matthew 24:7, “There aha12 be fanninee, 

and pestilences, and earthquakes, an divers 
places.” Never, since the beginning of time, 
has the earth been visited with famines like 
i t  has since the turn of the 20th century. Mil- 
lions go to bed hunary every night and, if 
A 

the drought and dust bowl conditions con- 
tinue, America herself will feel the pinch of 
famine. Pestilences are scourging the entire 
earth; smog, haze, tornadoes, freak frosts 
that kill the fruit, and cities running out of 
water. I t  is a sign that Jesus is coming. 
Earthquakes, in many places, are a constant 
fear. In the 12th century there were only 84 
earthquakes; in the 13th, 116; in the 14th, 
137; in the 16th, 174; in the 16th, 263; in the 
17th, 378; in the 18th, 640; in the 19th, 
2,119. Notice the increase in every century; 
but, in the 20th century, more people have 
been killed by earthquakes than in all the 
previous centuries combined. This is conclu- 
sive proof that Jesus is coming in our time. 

111. Political Signs 
Matthew 24:7-“For nation ehall rise 

againat nation, and kingdom against king- 
don.” “There shall be wars and rumor8 of 
ware!” (Matthew 24:6). World War I1 was 
never ended until World War I11 was being 
planned. The world is organizing a super 
Government to stop wars. But they will have 
no peace until the Prince of Peace returns. 
The world crisis and chaotic conditions ih 
our day are merely a sign that Jesus is com- 
ing in our time. 

IV. Financial Signs 
Before the 20th century, there were only 

two millionaires in the United States. Now 
there are scores of multi-millionaires. This 
is a sign of the soon coming of Christ. (James 
6:l-3). If Noah had saved $200.00 everyday 
and was still alive, he would only have $438,- 
000,000.00. Many eople would have much 
more wealth than Re. Thus we see that this 
wealth is not accumulated by saving or mak- 
in it. I t  is a great prophesy that has been 
fuffilled, and is another proof to A L L  that 
Jesus is coming in our time. 

V. Intellectual Signs 
God’s Word, thousands of years ago, de- 

clared that in the last day travel would in- 
crease. (Daniel 12:4). Many of us still re- 
member the horse and bu gy, and the first 
cars. Look a t  them now. Ears go 120 miles 
per hour; jets 600-600, and recently a ilot 
flew a plane twice as fast aa sound. 
travel has increased. We can go farther in 
an hour than our parents could have gone in 
a week. A man could travel 60 miles from 
home to the County seat and return to the 
local hall and lecture about international af- 
fairs, and everyone regarded him as a world 
traveler. In this same prophesy God de- 
clared, in the last days, knowledge would 
increase. Look a t  all the major inventions, 
radio, television, radar, atomc energy, air: 
plane, automobile, space travel; all invented 
in our day. Yes, knowledge has been in- 
creased. JESUS I S  COMING IN O U R  
TIME. 

VI. Jewish Sign 
On November 2, 1917, in the Balfour dec- 

laration, Palestine was restored as a Na- 
tional home for the Jews. Since that time, 

tens of thousands of Jews have returned, 
exactly as God’s Word declared they would. 
(Hosea 3:4, 6).  In 1943, they were returning 
a t  the rate of 4,000 per month. One hundred 
and fifty-one thousand (161,000) returned 
the first six month of 1949. The city of Tel 
Aviv was just a small town thirty years ago : 
today i t  is a great metropolitan center. 

I t  is estimated that there is more wealth 
in the bottom of the Dead Sea, than in all the 
rest of the world combined. Palestine ex- 
ported close to $26?000,000 in cut and pol- 
ished diamonds during 1946, practically dou- 
bling the ‘1944 record. The Holy Land has 
become one of the largest diamond-cutting 
centefs of the world, states the S.S.Times. 

The London Christian Herald predicts that 
a great health center will be built u soon 
around the Dead Sea in Palestine. “Tks fa- 
mous stretch of inland water is charged with 
26 percent salts which possess wonderful 
healing properties and are radioactive. The 
air contains 6 percent more oxygen than any- 
where in the world. The soil around the Dead 
Sea is extremely fertile. 

Large swamps that a few years ago were 
death traps, are today magnificent flelds, 
with wheat that grows as tall as a man on 
horseback and yields 100 fold. Corn reaches 
a height of eight feet. Beans ow 10 feet 
tall and 691 pods have been gatgred from a 
single root. Vines have produced small clus- 
ters of grapes in four months. Standard 
peach trees have carried five dozen peaches 
on a branch four feet long. From a soil that 
was barren, four crops per year are being 
raised. (Ezekiel 36 : 34, 36).

There are more 
criminals than preachers of all denomina- 
tions combined; more girls working in beer 
taverns than are attending college. There is 
a major criminal offense every 20 seconds; a 
rape-assault-murder- every 6 minutes.

($2,000,000.00) per hour. Of this, 26.9 per- 
cent is caused by drink. Two hundred thou- 
sand murderers are at large in the United 
States. Three hundred thousand, now alive, 
will be murdered. There are seven hundred 
thousand boy and girl criminals. One- of 
every 20 will spend his life .in an insane 
asylum.

There are 860,000 prostitutes, 66,000 girls

HE WRITER, Reverend A. G. Qsterberg, long a prominent figure in the Full Gospel world 9‘ on the West Coast, tells about the great h u s a  Street revival in 1906, of which he was an eye 
witness. In view of the fact that we are nearing the Golden Jubilee of this great revival, this 
article will have a peculiar significance, especially in view of  the fact that the world is now 
being visited with a new wave of  revival. Brother Osterberg talked to the Editor at length, on 
his recent visit to California of  some wonderful personal experiences that he had received in 
connection with the present world revival with which he is in deep sympathy. H e  is now 
greatly interested in promoting inter-Evangelical Fellowship in Southern California-EDITOR. 

HEN THE F I F T I E T H  A N N I V E R -  W S A R Y  of Azusa is held in the city of L o g  
Angeles, it will commemorate the greatest 
spiritual,Ldynamic, world-shakin revolution- 
ary revival in modern times. &s influence 
upon the entire Christian world in some 
aspects has no parallel, historically, since 
Apostolic times. What is still more important 
is that Biblical prophecy indicates that a 
dynamic Pentecost has not run its course, 
neither has it yet been completely fulfilled 
in purpose. 

What fully occurred, what is now occur- 
ring, what will-in the future-occur, must 
be left for other occasions. One character 
phase will now engage our attention. 

Tears - The Phenomenon of Azusa 
Street Revival 

In a meeting where the writer had been 
asked to speak on the subject of his observa- 
tions relative to Azusa, in a question period, 
he was asked, “In your judgment, what was 
the outstanding spiritual phenomena of the 
Azusa Revival?” My reply was, “Without 
question, in the speaker’s own judgment from 
the spiritual standpoint, it can be answered 
in one word, namely, ‘TEARS’.” 

Having been a Christian since boyhood, 
my observation has been that the greatest 
hindrance in the entire realm of the spirit- 
uals, tending to thwart‘ the purpose of God, 
is hardness of the heart and spirit. Its cause 
is spiritual rebellion against God, exercised 
in an embezzled human sovereignty. The en- 
tire Bible anathematizes this entire satanic 
inspired invention,, yet a man made world 
has accepted i t  as’ its fundamental human 
philosophy. Amon Christians, hardness of 
heart is probably t f e  greatest single obstacle 
and hindrance to Revivals. One entire chap- 
ter, which is quite unusual in the New Testa- 
ment, pertains to the subject of hardness of 
the heart (Hebrews 3).  The Azusa Revival 
began, where every revival should rightly 
begin, in repentant tears. I t  began in tears. 
it lived in tears, and when the tears ended 
the Azusa Revival ended ! 

Tears of Confession 
Tears of guilt confession; tears of fault 

confession; tears in humble contrition ; tears 
in humble reverence ; tears of self-denial and 
abnegation, in expression of soul humility, 
until highmindedness was brought low, and 
the natural supreme ego minded topmost, be- 
came the selfless last; tears of sheer gladness 
and heavenly joy; tears, Holy Ghost tears, 
Intermingling testimony and praise, often 

overflowing upon the congregation as a bene- 
diction from the battlements of glory; a bap- 
tism of tears falling upon the congregation, 
all weeping until the whole service became a 
beseeching altar. All the mechanical arrange- 
ments in the world would be unable to  ar- 
range such a program. All the great preach- 
ers of earth’s dominions combined could not 

accomplish it. I t  was inspired and divinely 
powered by the Holy Ghost. 

In my diary of a certain meeting I wrote 
in brief, “Today in the evening service a 
child, approximately ten or  eleven years of 
age, arose to testify of her new found joy in 
Christ. After relating bein baptized in the 
Holy Spirit the preceding fay, she began to 
weep. Still weeping, she went on in spiritual 
prophecy and exhortation, clearly beyond all 
natural ability. With the tears still stream: 
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ing down her heavenly illuminated face, hav- 
ing climbed atop her chair, delivered such a 
reverential, inspired, soul moving, judgment 
scene descriptive message, beseeching her 
hearers to  humble themselves under the 
mighty hand of God that what appeared to  
be several persons, shrieked and groaned un- 
der the burden of an accusing conscience.” 

Bears of Contritiom 
Coming from a child, the tearful yet dy- 

namic message was catastrophic. A company 
of some thirty or forty ministers whom I 
knew, wept unashamedly, some of them fall- 
ing on their knees, while the heaven-sent ar- 
rows of conviction were leaving the little 
minister’s bow. Brother, there were few high 
frocked generals of the gospel ministry seek- 
ing for places of esteem and honor in that 
particular camp. They were in a Holy Ghost, 
God-moving revival where such gentlemen 
either do not feel much a t  home, or  find other 
engagements elsewhere. 

Brother Seymour, the colored pastor, sat 
beside his dry-goods box pulpit with his head 
resting against its side, weeping in his good 
eye, the‘other being afflicted. When the little 
angelic minister had finished, he laid his 
large Bible upon the dry goods box pulpit 
and, without a word, fell on his knees in hum- 
ble supplication. Without orders, the-congre- 
gation followed in kneeling supplication and 
contrition. After a period of some ten or  
fifteen minutes a wave of Holy Ghost laugh- 
ter spread over the people as a second bene- 
diction. It  was an announcement from 
heaven, undoubtedly, that heaven had heard 
and forgiven, had healed the wounds of soul 
as well as broken bodies. After the tears and 
holy laughter had subsided, the people broke 
out in heavenly chorus. Such singing was 
never heard by mortal ear, except under the 
same Holy Ghost inspiration. The Holy Spirit 
not only inspires to  speak in tongues or  
prophesy, but I am witness to the fact that 
the Holy Spirit can and does make folk sing 
who cannot otherwise sin I never heard my 
father sing a note until f e  was ba tized in 
the Spirit. H e  always said that !e never 
could sing. I nearly fell off my chair. when I 
heard someone sing like a Caruso close by. 
Turning my head, I saw i t  was my father. 
His countenance looked so sublime, I could 
not get myself to ever remind him of the 
singing episode. I t  seemed to be too holy an 
incident to be carelessly talking about. 

Upon the occasion aforementioned, when 
we arose from our knees, the Minister broth- 
er next to me, who had never been in the 
service before, and whom I had brought with 
me, turned to me and whispered, “Brother 0, 
that’s the best soul medicine I have ever had 
since I was converted. If the baptism of the 
Holy Ghost according to  the pattern can pos- 
sibly be any better, I don’t understand how 
a person can contain it.” I replied, “He can’t.”

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STUDENTS SEE UNUSUAL VISION IN 
THE HEAVENS 

N MONDAY morning, April 17th, 1916, 0 at 10 o’clock, I met with my class to 
spend my usual hours in teaching them. It 
was a seventh grade and the boys were al- 
ready in their seats. I soon noticed the boys 
tried to suppress a curious and generally 
prevailing anxiety. When I wished to know 
more about it, someone knocked on the door. 
A boy asked me to come down to the third 
grade immediately. In the third grade there 
was anxiety prevailing also. The teacher 
pointed to three boys and said, “These boys 
have seen something wonderful.” He asked 
them to relate to me also what they had seen. 
Now I suspected the reason for the anxiety 
among my pupils and hurried back to my 
room. One of the boys arose and said, “0. has 
seen something wonderful.” Another said, 
“M. has also.” I allowed these boys to sit far 
apart and told them to write down what they 
had seen. While the boys were doing this, 
woid came from a class of girls that someone 
there had seen the same vision. The teacher, 
Miss B., had one of the girls write down what 
she had seen. \ 

All of this occurred in the morning. At one 
o’clock the afternoon classes reported. Dur- 
ing the first recess I passed through the cor- 
ridor as one of the classes passed out. The 
teacher seemed to be very deeply moved. 
“This is not just an invention. Two boys in 
my class have seen the vision also.” 

Now I am relating in the words of the eye- 
witness the following story. 

From the Seventh Grade. Boys from 14-15 
years of age. The first one writes-“Yester- 
day I came from Stokkevandet together with 
another boy. We remained in Byhaugen a 
long while. Then he saw a big, black cloud 
come across the heavens. He also saw there 
was a great deal of heat behind it. He now 
called my  attention:^ it. Just then we saw 
some large letters: L(E Y S  CONVERTED , 
JESUS IS COMING SOON!’ Then an angel 
appeared and said, ‘AMEN.’ At his side we 
saw a large cross. The angel had large white 
wings. This happened between eight and nine 
o’clock. We stood a long while and gazed 
upon the sight. It stood like an arch in the 
heavens for a long time. It was in the west. 
We became very much alarmed because of 
this sight. It was as though it had all been 
fire. During the whole time it was light, but 
afterwards it became very dark. A big black. 
cloud hid it all. We now went home and told 
father and mother all we had seen. The let- 
ters were very large. We could see them dis- 
tinctly. They wanted to go down and see this 
sight also, but they could not see it. 

“Then I ate my supper and tried to sleep, 
but I could not. I remained awake a large 
part of the night and thought about this 
wonderful vision.” 

The second boy says:-“Between 7:30 and 
9 o’clock yesterday we saw a dark cloud. 
Then it became very bright and the light 
became very bright and the light became 
just like a rainbow. Then there came some 
let ters : ‘ B E  Y E  C O N V E R T E D ,  F O R  
JESUS IS COMING SOON! ’  These letters 
were very red. Then there came an angel 
with wings and then under it stood ‘AMEN.’ 
This was up at Byhaugen right across the 
sky. When we first saw it there was a light 
across the whole sky. It was then that the 
letters came. They were very large. The 
whole sentence was almost as big as a rain- 
bow. The angel was very big and white. 
Then there was another light and it* was 
much brighter than the first. The sky opened 
wide. Then it was that the letters came out.”

GOB Y A K 3  THE STORM A CALM 
WAS A SKEPTIC or agnostic till the age 15 of 45, when a series of disappointments 

and heartbreaks left me so disgusted with 
life that I thought of doing away with my- 
self.

As I 
then looked upon my chronometer, I was as- 
tounded to see that it showed exactly twelve 
o’clock, noon, ship’s Mean Time. The coin- 
cidence turned out even more startling as, 
within a minute, the sun disappeared for 
the rest of the afternoon. 
A couple of days later, however, I came 

across some small uninhabited islands which 
were not on my chart. The circumstance wor- 
ried me greatly, for I thought I had “cushed” 
on the trackless ocean, and was at a loss to 
know what course to take. The night follow- 
ing, I had hardly dozed off. to sleep, when I 
was awakened by a very kindly voice- 
speaking close to my ear. “Trust your instru- 
ments,” it said, “there-are islands in the Fiji 
group further south than shown on your 
chart.” 

Such “information” was welcome indeed 
to me at the time; yet more precious, was 
the realization that some “Person” actually 
existed, who was acquainted with my needs 
and worries, and was obviously concerned 
with my welfare. 

It took me a year and a week to reach 
San Pedro (California), and, throughout 
this voyage, I received ample proof that 
there is a God who hears and answers 
prayer. 

On the last lap of this journey, when a 
tempestuous gale came near to wrecking my 
boat, no sooner had I prayed for a “modera- 
tion,” than the angry blasts immediately 
subsided and, in less than half an hour, just 
like in Psalm 107:23-32, God turned the 
storm into a calm! 

I had other such remarkable experience on 
this voyage that, even before I reached the 
American shore, I had become so convinced 
of the reality of Jesus, that I indeed believed 
in Him, and accepted Him as my own per- 
sonal Saviour.

H e  had come home t o  
die. He consented for us to pray for him and 
sent his son to ask us. We went to  him. 
After we had told his son to take away all 
the idols and incense, we laid our hands on 
the man and prayed. H e  was so weak, he 
could not kneel. HE W A S  H E A L E D  IN- 
S T A N T L Y  and called for food. He ate three 
bowls of half-cooked barley noodles and 
never had a pain. He later became an

He had been vomiting and purging all 
night and about four in the morning my 
husband called me. A s  I placed my hand 
on his brow in prayer, I found him in a cold 
sweat like death; he was too weak for speech.

to  be taken to the Cholera Hospital across 
the bay and, as we tucked him inside the 
sheet of the stretcher, he was the picture of 
death. Four men carried him to the launch, 
and we sent up a prayer as we turned to 
disihfect the room. 

Here was the acute danger point, and 
neither my husband nor I had been inocu- 
lated against the dread diseasq. It  seemed 
best not to expose our native domestics to the 
dangers, so I disinfected the room myself.

I t  was during the holiday seasoh when the 
missionaries came to us for a much-needed 
rest and fellowship, and our home was 
gorged with about fifteen adults. that the un-

I%nd it difficult to write about the great 
meetings in the Huracan Stadium, because 
now for over six weeks we have been in thc 
campaign, and it continues with unabated 
enthusiasm and blessing.

We 
on have some 35 co-operating churches and 
God has given us marvelous unity. It is more 
than thrilling to see pastors, who before did 
not believe in Divine Healing, lay their 
hands on the sick. 

We had thought to close the campaign 
Sunday but it will be impossible so, it will 
continue for.some time, perhaps in a larger 
stadium. When one remembers that it is cold 
weather in the Argentine, it is even more 
remarkable. Friday night a New York 
Times reporter and a NBC representative 
was on the platform with Evangelist Hicks. 
They said that these meetings were far 
larger than Billy Graham’s meetings in Lon- 
don, and for so many successive nights.

President Peron gave me permission to 
hold mass meetings and to use the radio 
and the press to promote the work of the 
Lord. He was very kind and gracious to 
me and we had our photograph taken 
tcgether. This photo, which I am sending, 
appeared in newspapers thruout South 
Am erica. 
Our meeting in the Temuco Country of 

Argentina turned out to be, by far. the 
greatest thing I have ever seen or heard 
about. The campaign was held in the 
great Plaza Recabarren. Night after 
night we saw the God of Miracles work. 
Thousands were saved. The multitudes 
were so great that it was impossible to 
lay hands on all the sick, so we spoke, then 
we praved the commanding words of 
Jesus. For more than half an hour after 
each prayer miracle after miracle took 
place. Blind eyes were made to see, deaf 
ears were made to hear, and people every- 
where wept and shouted, “I am healed”!

An Examination .of the Scriptural Basis for 
the Ministry of Deliverance, by Pastor Leo C. 

Harris of Adelaide, South Australia 

Multitudes are today rejoicing in this last- 
day outpouring of the Holy Spirit with the 
accompanying “ministry of deliverance.” 
These are the days of an age-ending clash 
between the powers of darkness and the 
authority of Christ operating in and through 
the church “which is His Body.” Praise God 
for souls saved, sick and diseased bodies 
healed and many liberated from the power 
of Satan! 

However, as we challenge the forces of 
evil, i t is imperative that we do so on the 
ground of God’s Word. The weapon placed 
in every believer’s hand is “the Sword of the 
Spirit, which is the Word of God” (Eph. 
6:17), and this is particularly important in 
cases where deliverance is sought from thc 
power of evil spirits in the minds and bodies 
of men and women. 

Possession By Evil Spirits 
The New Testament teaching concerning 

demon possession is clear, and the casting 
out of devils occupied a prominent place in 
the ministry of Jesus and of the early church. 
These would appear to be rather obvious 
cases of spiritual, mental or physical bond- 
age to the power of one or more demons. 
The ministry of deliverance from such pos- 
session is based on the commission of the 
Lord Jesus in Mark 16, verse 17 reading, 
“ In  My Name shall they cast out devils.” Di- 
vine equipment for the effective ministry of 
casting out evil spirits is provided in one of 
the nine Gifts of the Spirit outlined in 1 
Cor. 12:8-10, namely, the gift of the discern- 
ing of spirits. 

The writer has proved in his own experi- 
ence, however, that at times when there is 
an atmosphere of faith and power, an evil 
spirit will often manifest itself in a person. 
It can then be cast out in the Name of Jesus. 
The presence of demons must be detected, 
either by the gift of discerning of spirits or 
by their being aroused by the presence of 
the power of the Holy Spirit, and once they 
have been exposed they have lost much of 
their ability to resist exorcism. 

The casting out of evil spirits is part of 
the ministry of deliverance as much as the 
laying of hands upon the sick for their heal- 
ing (Mark 16: 17-18). 

How Do Evil Spirits Attack Believers? 
That men and women are attacked by 

Satan and his demonic forces, without being 
completely possessed by them, is perfectly 
obvious. What then is the nature of such 
attacks? 

It should be remembered that these re- 
marks are for the benefit of Christian peo- 
ple, as the first step for any person seeking 
personal victory is to accept Christ as 
Saviour. 

Fellow-believer, we must understand that 
Jesus Christ has completely and eternally 
defeated Satan and all the powers of dark- 
ness. Careful and prayerful study of the 
epistles to the Ephesians and Colossians 
makes this fact abundantly clear. 

Moreover, every believer is regarded as 
being “IN CHRIST” and “INDWELT BY 
CHRIST” (Gal. 2:20; Col. 3:3 etc.). Every 
believer therefore shares in the complete vic- 
tory of Christ over all demonic power! 

How is it, then, that Satan manages to 
bring so many Christians into such utter 
defeat? How does he bind them with fear, 
depression, doubts and spiritual failures? 
Here is the answer, and herein lies the real 
secret to a glorious victory for every child 
of God! 

Satan has been stripped of all authority 
over every Christian. He no longer has any 
right to hold you in captivity. If he seeks 
to rule in your life he is a usurper ! He is a 
defeated foe, now and for ever! 

But we are warned of his subtle weapons 
in such words as “the W I L E S  of the devil” 
(Eph. 6:ll) ; “which D E C E I V E T H  the 
whole world” (Rev. 12:9), and in the next 
verse, “the A C C U S E R  of our brethren.” 
Christian friend, the devil’s weapons against 
vou are WILES, LIES, DECEPTION , AC- 
CUSATIONS. He has no real authority over 
you. He must rely on deceiving you into sub- 
mitting to his usurped power ! 

Friend, that fear which torments you is 
one of his lies. That depression which holds 
you in the depths of despair is one of Satan’s 
deceptions. That doubt which binds you, that 
complex which undermines your spiritual 
experience -they are Satan’s subtle, sub- 
versive tactics to hold you in defeat! That 
sin which you t:hink you cannot overcome- 
it is one‘pf the enemy’s lies. You CAN over- 
come it. Walk in the Spirit and ye shall not 
fulfill the lusts of the flesh.” (Gal. 5:16). 

. How Deliverance Comes 
Many people in such circumstances as 

these feel they must try some unusual, spec- 
tacular means of obtaining deliverance. But 
what does the Word of God say? 

There is a word that is used three times 
in the New Testament with regard to our 
attitude toward the devil and demons. That 
word is “anthistemi,” and is translated 
“withstand” and “resist” in the following 
passages :

T E X T :  Hebrews 12:8  

H E R E  do we get our faith? According W to the Word of God, anything is yours, 
according to your faith. It is sad, iirdGed, that 
so sacred and vital a truth as Divine Healing 
has been so misused and made a point of 
bitter controversy. Some of you can truth- 
fully say you have always believed in Di- 
vine Healing, but while t h a t  is a fact,  
there are thousands who do not believe, 
principally because they have never read the 
Bible. They have never received teaching 
along this line, have not seen the power of 
God in action, and consequently refuse to 
believe. However, if you have been touched 
by the healing power of God yourself, and 
receive scriptural light that it is a Bible 
truth, i t  is impossible for you to be anything 
but an ardent advocate of the precious truth 
of Divine Healing, which is one of the sweet- 
est blessings ever given to mankind. 

The God that we serve tonight is big 
enough and powerful enough to bring the en- 
tire world to its knees in five minutes. He 
has power to send terrific heat, let loose the 
elements, send a storm, earthquake, pull oxy- 
gen from the air, and a number of other 
things t$at would cause the whole universe 
t 3  scream for mercy. But that is not His 
wav. H e  wants you to willingly, lovingly, 
and with appreciation of the great sacrifice 
made on Calvary, come to Him and surren- 
der your. life unconditionally. That is the 
sweetest way to become a Christian, not 
through fear of hell, but because you love 
Him. Iill be honest with you tonight friends 
-1 came to God because I was scared t3 
death. I was afraid I was going to die and 
go to hell, but when I met my Savior, I fell 
so deeply in love with Him, that now even if 
there weren’t a heaven to gain or a hell to 
shun I would want to serve Him because i t  
is so sweet to live a Christian life. I t  is won- 
derful ta have someone to walk with you, 
talk with you, and sit with you when you 
are alone. Perhaps you do not believe that, 
but  if you knew Him as I know Him, you 
would know what i t  means to hear the voice 
of Jesus. 

We Know His Voice 
The Bible says, “My Sheep know my voice, 

and a stranger they will not follow”.’It is 
wonderful, as His children, to know His 
voice. God help us to follow. I hope tonight’s

mesage will climax your faith to the extent 
that nobody in the audience will have to 
leave, denied of his desire. To read our text 
again-“Looking unto Jesus, the Author and 
Finisher of our faith, who.for the joy that 
was set before Him, endured the cross, de- 
spising the shame and is set down a t  .the 
right hand of the Throne of God.” 

Faith is the powerful weapon in the hands 
of anyone who will use it, a weapon to ex- 
plore into the unknown, to do the impossible, 
t o  bring power to perform miracles, and 
when you come to the place where you can 
agree that all things are possible with God, 
and you believe just because you can’t help 
believing, that is faith-a thing that grips 
your heart. ‘ 

Not long ago, I was seeking God in fast- 
ing and prayer for many days and nights. 
The first two or three meetings I conducted 
I told the people the length of my prayer 
and fast, but felt a check along this line, 
and since that time have not told it. How- 
ever, it was a length of. time that caused my 
weight to be reduced from over 200 lbs. to 
175 lbs. The pounds disappeared, and day by 
day I became weaker, until finally I was un- 
able to walk across the floor. The change in 
my appearance-sunken eyes, weakness, loss 
of weight made it necessary for me to ex- 
plain the reas0n.t.a my church, as I had 
ministered to ;them for a long time, never 
missing a service. 

The inspiration for my fast a t  that time 
was the story in the Bible of the demon- 
possessed boy. When this boy, afflicted with 
epilepsy, was brought to the disciples of 
Christ, they found they could not cure him, 
and Jesus commanded them to bring him to 
Him. Puzzled over their failure, they said, 
“Lord, why coudn’t we heal that boy?” If 
they had ever failed in healing the sick be- 
fore, i t  is not recorded in the Word of God, 
but now they had failed and were very con- 
cerned as to the reason why. They took 
Jesus aside, and upon inquiry of their fail- 
ure, H e  told them i t  was because of their un- 
belief, but H e  didn’t leave them there. If you 
will read your Bible closely, you will not be 
left in the dark with the teachings of Jesus. 
Neither did H e  leave His disciples to wonder 
why, but told them, after having rebuked 
them for their unbelief, that through prayer 
and fasting only could desired results in 
‘cases of this kind be obtained. 

The Hard Cases 
Somebody asks why the hard cases don’t 

get healed -the ‘hard cases DO get healed. 
We have seen the dumb tongue loosed, can- 
cer and various other types of diseases 
healed. Also we have seen those who out- 
wardly seemed to receive no healing a t  the 
time, and many cases we have had to leave, 
not knowing the results. 

During the time of my desperate seeking 
of God, when His Spirit drove me to fasting 
and prayer, H e  planted faith in my heart. 
Tonight, I trust you will not misunderstand 
me, but believe me when I say that i t  is im- 
possible for me to doubt that my subjects 

will get healed when I pray for them, as im- 
possible as for me to try to blow out all the 
lights above our heads with one breath. I 
can do nbthing about it-I am helpless in the 
hands of this power which has taken hold of 
my life, and i t  was this power that came, 
and that drove me to preach the Gospel. I 
was forced to place importance upon the sub- 
ject of Divine Healing, and to believe that 
whatever I asked God for, He would do i t  in 
the Name of the Lord Jesus. I believed it 
with all my heart. In my heart was the faith 
that said, “It is done, it is done, i t  is done!” 
and is still saying i t  tonight. I can’t help it, 
it is just there. 

God’s Anointed 
From every walk and realm of life, God 

calls his servants and anoints them with the 
Holy Ghost and sends them out t o  bring Di- 
vine Deliverance. But before i t  can work, 
the husbandman must be first partaker of 
the fruit. What does the Bible say? “Freely 
ye have received, freely give.” I t  is up to me 
to receive first. I have tried to go the right 
way. . . the way of fasting and prayer. When 
I read where i t  says\to fast and pray for 
the impossible, for the hard things, I said, 
“God, I believe that is the key. That is the 
answer. That will do the job.” So I went 
God’s way. 

Vision of Spiritual Gifis 
God, in my time of fasting and prayer, 

spoke to me. On the fourth day He let me 
see a vision of the nine gifts. They came 
down in a cluster, like a cluster of’fruit. I t  
thrilled my heart and I called my wife in the 
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IAVE I I ME FAITH 
room where I was praying. I said, “Oh, honey; 
God has given me all the nine gifts.’’ I 
thought He had given me all nine gifts of 
the Spirit.. . . I learned better later on. I 
learned what that was and what H e  meant 
when H e  let them down. He meant that they 
would all be manifest in my ministry and 
the Holy Spirit would divide them severally 
as He wills, as we would earnestly look for 
and covet them according to the Book of 
Corinthians. Then later on, on the ninth day 
of my fasting and prayer, God spoke out of 
heaven and said, “Son, thy prayers are ac- 
cepted of me.’’ I was a little disturbed. I 
called my wife again, “Come quick; God is 
talking to me again.” (Oh, that was a sacred 
time in our home life.) My wife came tiptoe- 
ing id the room. She had already received 
orders not to cook or prepare my meals for 
me until I let her know. If I became un- 
conscious and left this world, she was to let 
me go. She gave her vow that she would 
not bother me and if I went unconscious she 
would not allow any thing to be administered 
to me, and before I went into my fast, I had 
the pramise of my little wife with the tears 
streaming down her face that she would not 
disturb me and would allow no one else to. 

The cemetezy is right across from our 
house. I said, Honey, if I die just plant me 
0ve.r there, and remember that your husband 
died seeking better things for a broken- 
hearted world.” I said, “I can’t live if I don’t 
see miracles; I can’t see hundreds of people 
stream down the aisle and give their hearts 
to God alid thousands baptized with the 
Holy Ghost.” What was it? I t  was God of 
heaven dealing with my, heart to see if he 

could find another man who would go. 
Now if God had said, “Your prayers are 

answered,” I could have understood, but i t  
didn’t seem clear to me.. . and then God 
made i t  plain. He said, “You go, I’ll go be- 
fore you, and your prayers are accepted as 
long as you give me all the glory and walk 
worthy. These gifts are at  your disposal and 
will be manifested as you praise me, pray to 
me, and trust in me alone, calling my name.” 
Oh, God spoke to my heart until such faith 
came into my soul that I couldn’t doubt. I had 
to believe that every person I placed my hand 
on would be healed, if they would do their 
part and meet God’s conditions for receiving 
healing. 

God revolutionized my life. H e  changed 
my ministry. He changed my method and my 
mode. H e  changed my traditional ideas. H e  
changed a lot of things. But  there is one 
thing that God didn’t have to change.. . H e  
didn’t have to change my theology. I believe 
tonight what I have believed for 8 years. I 
have NO N E W  REVELATION. I have a 
MORE P E R F E C T  ILLUMINATION, and 
the Word of God on miracles and healing has 
been opened up that I might understand that 
better. A s  far  as the fundamental teaching, 
I’ve found no new issue that has come in 
the last days. I have found a little more of 
that wonderful double portion of God’s Spirit 
that He began to pour out in abundance on 
the human family about 40 years ago... . 
The Latter Rain, the blessed Spirit’of God 
that began to fall 40 years ago and 1s falllng 
tonight and will continue to fall in greater 
portions until Jesus comes. I t  isn’t something 
new. I t  is the old-time, blood-bought, Holy 

Ghost, miracle-working God-sent revival 
with power to save the world, heal the sick 
and set the captives free. 

Beware of New Things 
Be careful. In this last day, the Bible says, 

many seducers are loose in the land. and 
many false prophets will arise. Children of 
God, walk softly. He told us not t o  be car- 
ried about by every wind of doctrine. Listen 
to me tonight. Be careful about these things 
that break out overnight. Somebody says, 
“Oh, I’ve got an altogether new revelation 
and what I’ve had for forty years isn’t any 
good a t  all.” Now listen.. . I f  a man has 
been preaching something to me for 30 or 
40 years, and then overnight he changes and 
says that what he had was no good at all 
and that now he has the real thing. I wouldn’t 
know whether he had the real thing now or 
before. 

Who Is the Originator 
Who is the builder of our faith? Ah, here 

it is in the 12th chapter of the book I read 
to you from tonight. Hebrews 12:2. I t  says, 
“Looking unto Jesus (there you are) the 
Author and Finisher of our faith’’ . . . .Hal- 
lelujah ! 

Hear me now. Y O U  WOULD BE V E R Y  
FOOLISH TO DISOBEY GOD’S WORD 
A N D  LOOK IN SOME OTHER D I R E C  
TION FOR T H E  F A I T H  T H A T  GOD S A I D  
TO LOOK TO JESUS TO GET. Somebody 
says, “If I can see, then 1’11 believe.”, But 
that is not the Bible pattern. The Bible says, 
“Look to Jesus.” Now when you look up 
here on the platform to see something that 
will make you believe, you’re not looking 
to Jesus.

Evangel Pentecostal Church has witnessed 
one of  the greatest revivals since the early 
days when God moved upon this city to save, 
heal and baptize men and women in the Holy 
Spirit. Not since the days of Smith Wiggles- 
worth has this city seen such miracles of God’s 
healing and saving power. After receiving nu- 
merous letters, phone calls and telegrams, 
Bro. Richard Vinyard finally felt led of God 
to come to Montreal. Bro. Vinyard repeated 
over and over, “It is my desire to come Bro., 
Kautz, in God’s time and in His will.” With- 
out a doubt, this was “God’s time” for us. 

Some of the worst storms of the winter 
would have kept people at home, since the 
meeting began on January 31~1, but for the 
hunger in their.hearts for God. The Lord did 
so many wonderful things through this hum- 
ble and obedient servant that no one wanted 
to miss a service. 

They came from every part of this great 
metropolis, from every race of people.

Tumors 
have disappeared in several cases, and blind 
eyes were opened. Our Church Treasurer, 
Brother Fred Firmin, who $as been totally 
deaf in one ear since a child,.sat in the service 
while Brother Vinyard prayed for the sick, 
and realized suddenly that he could hear 
every word with what had been his deaf ear. 

Last Sunday night, hundreds stood as we 
asked how many had been healed in the 
Richard Vinyard Healing Campaign at Evan- 
gel Pentecostal Church. Unsolicited testi- 
monies are coming in by the score, and heal- 
ings of every description and from every dis- 
ease imaginable are mentioned. 

Our Sunday School has received new im- 
petus since these meetings began, and the 

and the WORD OF GOD was preached with 
a power and conviction seldom felt in these 
parts. 

By his powerful demonstrative preaching 
Bro. Vinyard was successful in raising our 
faith to heights never before reached,. and 
I believe as a result many are exercising 
faith and getting results in their lives. 
Many were converted to tiod-on one night 
over one hundred. Many backsliders were re- 
claimed, and many reconsecrated their lives 
to God in a deeper way than ever before.

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Fall of Dien Bien Phu 
survey of opinion and .comment on the A fall of Dien Bien Phu, made by Karl H. 

von Wiegand, noted American Foreign Cor- 
respondent, reveals that while the fortress’ 
strategical importance had been kreatly ex- 
aggerated, psychologically it is one of the 
heaviest setbacks for the West since the end 
of World War I1 and, at the same time, the 
greatest Russian and Red Chinese symbolic 
victory and stimulant to Communism in Asia 
and Europe in the postwar period. 

One military authority, Col. Gen. Alex- 
ander von Falkenhasen, for many years chief 
military adviser to Nationalist Chinese Gen- 
eralissimo Chiang Kai-shek, said : “The door 
is now wide open to southeastern Asia. I see 
nothing in Cambodia, Laos, Siam or Malaya 
-and I know those regions well-that can 
stop Ho Chi Minh’s,forces if they want to 
advance southward. Falkenhausen, who has 
wide experience in Asia-especially in China 
-declared Dien Bien Phu marked “another 
advance of Communist Russian and Red Chi- 
nese power,” which he likened to a snowball 
-“the farthe; they roll, the harder it will be 
to stop them. 

The Communist advance in this part of the 
world is another step in the fulfillment of 
end-time prophecy, freparing the wav “ f o r  
t h e  kiiigs of the East”  to participate in the 
final conflict of this dispensation. (Rev. 16: 
12). 

Geneva Conference 
Rebellion against United States leadership 

is being fanned at the Geneva conference, as 
this is being written. Communist propaganda 
is aiding and abetting anti-American feeling, 
especially in England and France. There are 
some individuals who either wittingly or un- 
wittingly would like to see a Geneva version 
of an “Indo-China Munich.” Soviet Russia 
and Red China have sought and will continue 
to seek to create and further the impression 
that there is no alternative to war but com- 
promise-their kind of compromise. 

The confusion and disagreement among 
the Western allies over policies, plans and 
purposes seems to be in perfect agreement 
with the prophecy in Luke 21:25, which 
speaks of distress and perplexity among na- 
tions in the last days. 

Red Amy Takes Over 
The Red army has taken over control of 

the Georgian Soviet republic in Russia, ac- 
cording to reports reaching East Berlin. To 
enforce the Red army’s rule in Georgia, more 
than 3000 army personnel of different ranks 
have been placed in various administrative. 

departments, it was said. They control the 
actions of civil administrators. It appears 
this move is just another definite step in the 
final preparation to send Russian army 
troops across the border of Georgia into Iraq, 
through Trans-Jordan and into Israel, as 
prophesied in the 38th chapter of Ezekiel. 

Soviet Divisions Ready 
Informed diplomatic officials have made 

a new assessment of Communist military 
power and declare that Russia has a ready- 
made spearhead of 22 divisions, most of them 
armored outfits, spotted iin Germany where 
they could advance into Western Europe. 

Within 30 days of the jump-off on anv 
such attack, Soviet and satellite countries 
could muster 400 divisions, it is reported. 
The total of men under arms todav in Rus- 
sia, Eastern Germany and in East European 
satellites is placed at over six million, of 
whom about four million are in ground 
arm 1 e s . 
The Soviet Union’s 20,000-plane fleet of 

fighteys, battlefield bombers and heavy bomb- 
ers is being converted swiftly into a deadly 
and completely modern jet force. These of- 
ficials also emphasized that the Communist 
bloc has developed what they call “strong 
capability” in the field of atomic, gas and 
germ warfare as well ,as in guided missiles. 
A Russian move Westward in Europe is 

indicated in Bible prophecy to bring about 
the final lineup of nations for the battle of 
Armageddon. “Gomer’! (Germany) is to be 
on the side of Communist Russia in the final 
hours of this dispensation. Ezekiel 38 :6. 

Spotlight On the Rhine 
U. S. Army sources have revealed that 

atomic cannon in West Germany are capable 
of defending a 150-mile Rhine River front 
against an enemy ground attack. Five atomic 
cannon battalions, each equipped with six 
280mm guns, now face a potential aggressor. 
Their positions are somewhere west of the 
Rhine between Coblenz and Karlsruhe. 

Because the Rhine River was basically the 
boundary of the old Roman Empire in Bible 
days, it is believed by most students of pro- 
phecy the Rhine will again play an impor- 
tant part in the dividing of nations in 
Europe before the battle of Armageddon. 
From repeated reports of military develop- 
ments in Europe it appears that. even the 
military minds and strategists are setting up 
their defenses with the thought in mind of 
stopping a Russian move westward at the 
Rhine River. The prophecies concerning this 
situation are to be found in the Book of 
Daniel.

I Visit A 
Branham Meeting ’ 

(PART TWOAONTINUED FROM LAST ISSUE) 
My eyes have seen, and my ears have heard 
strange things this night, that I shall never 
forget. 

’MANY WERE  WEEPING. Surely we So were seeing strange things - things that 
we had often read about in the Scriptures, 
but which we never thoughtwe would ever 
be privileged to see. 

The second person that stood before 
Brother Branham was also a woman. He told 
her that she was a Christian and that she.had 
an ulcer on her leg near her foot. I looked 
down and saw that the foot was bandaged, 
but Branham never saw that. He was com- 
pletley lost in God. Later he told me the man 
has five senses, but there is also a sixth sense, 
and that is exactly the realm that he lives 
in at such a time as that. I believe it. He 
can hear himself speaking but his voice 
seems a long way away. 

Now don’t tell me that this is spiritualism, 
fake or some evil power. It just isn’t! Be- 
gone with such a thought! This is none other 
than the power of God-the God of the 
Bible which is His inspired Word and our 
guide and rule of conduct in everything. Such 
a thought other than that would not enter- 
your head either if you were there and a 
witness of such a service. As a matter of 
fact Brother Branham spoke at length on 
the evil and the false and the counterfeit 
and the real-the power of God and the 
power of the devil. After such a meeting well 
can we understand the Pharisees saying to 
Jesus, “He casteth out devils by Beelzebub 
the prince of the devils.” I am not a boy car- 
ried ’away with the flush of a new enthusi- 
asm. If I don’t know something now at the 
age of 53, having been 30 years in the Chris- 
tian ministry in something like 40 different 
countries, I never will know anything. This 
thing was real. This thing was God! This 
thing was Bible, and you would be the first 
to acknowledge it, too, if you had been there. 

He stopped and waited and looked around 
as something was revealed to him. We could 
see something .was happening, but we could 
not see what he was seeing. Then he turned 
to the congregation and said, “Right- over 
there” and he pointed in a certain direction 
.“there is a man with a cancer. He hasn’t a 
prayer card and is sitting in the congrega- 
tion. Alongside him is his wife who is blind, 
and on the other side of him is his daughter 
who is suffering with epilepsy.” Then he told 
the man to put his arms around both his wife 
and his daughter and he would pray for 
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them. Later I saw the three of them going 
into the prayer room to give their lives to 
the Lord. We know the Scripture “Perceiv- 
ing he had faith to be healed” but this man 
practices it. The great crowd went mad with 
excitement, emotion and tension. All that 
Branham did was to quietly say through the 
microphone, “Have faith in God.” 

After the meeting Brother Branham, who 
is so very approacnable as regards all such 
matters and is so transparent and anxious 
to explain and tell you all he knows, for his 
life is to talk about such things, told me that 
he sees a light hovering over different people, 
and at the same time it is revealed to him 
all the circumstances of their lives. Many 
many times he sees the sin in people’s lives, 
and quietly tells them what they have done 
and that they are to put it right either by 
confession or restitution. 

One by one, hiteen people stood before 
him. In every case he told them what was 
wrong with them and things pertaining to 
their past life. Every now and again he 
would stop and look toward the congregation, 
pointing out someone and telling them what 
was wrong with them. He always spoke with 
authority. He never made one mistake ! I am 
told that he never does! Not while the anoint- 
ing of God is upon HIM! 

To one person he said “You are nervous. 
You also have bladder trouble and some- 
thing wrong with your chest.” To another 
he said, “You have a heart condition which 
is getting worse. You come from Fort Worth, 
Texas. You are also concerned about a little 
boy that has a navel condition.” To another 
he said “You have had trquble because of 
an operation” and to still another, “You have 
some back trouble, raise your hands, praise 
God, and go away whole.” 
There was no hesitation about anything. 

It was never “Have you?” but always “You 
have.” It was a voice of authority always, 
with the great crowd of people weeping and 
wiping away their tears and saying like 
those of old, “We have never seen it in this 
fashion before” and “We have seen strange 
things today.” 

We could continue telling of so many in- 
stances as he looked again toward the con- 
gregation saying to one woman “You have 
had blood poisoning” and to another “You 
are nervous and have stomach trouble” and 
to still another “You will never have to be 
operated on for that tumor” always produc- 
ing the same effect, but perhaps that is 
enough. 
, One woman just screamed as he told her 
what was wrong, but it was a scream of de- 
liverance and not of fear. The abandonment 
of the meeting was not confusion but all 
beautifully in order. I have never seen any- 
thing like it. God was in that place that 
night. I never expect to see anything like it 
again although I hope so. 

When Brother Branham finished praying 
and left the platform, Rev. Gordon Lindsay 
of “The Voice of Healing” took over the 
meeting, and made the appeal for the un- 
converted and others to get right with God. 
Afterwards he told me it was so easy to make 
that appeal. Hands were raised everywhere, 
and a great crowd thronged to the enquiry 
room to surrender to the Lord without any 
urging or begging whatsoever. Why that 
was what we all felt like. To get right with 
God and surrender our all to Him seemed 
to be the only thing to do after such a 
meeting as that. 

The people just stayed on and on-no- 
body wanted to go home. I believe it was Dr. 
Bob Cook, International President of Youth 
for Christ, who, when asked to compare 
Billy Graham with Brother Branham said, 
“Billy puts me in mind of John the Baptist 
and Brother Branham puts me in mind of 
Jesus.” And that is no reflection on Billy 
Graham who is doing such a wonderful work 

for God these days. It is just that they are 
two different men with two different minis- 
tries. 

Prominent men of all walks of life confer 
with Brother Branham and he numbers so 
many among his friends. So many have 
been helped by him. Men of all denominations 
look to him, for he is not a denominational 
man. Men like the present Anglican Arch- 
bishop in India; Dr. E. Stanley Jones; and 
Kenneth De Courcey of “Intelligence Digest” 
were just a few of the prominent names that 
were mentioned in our talk together. 

When the meeting was over a further treat 
was in store as we met Brother Branham 
personally. Rev. jack Moore, minister of Life 
Tabernacle, Shreveport, Louisiana; Gordon 
Lindsay, Editor of “The Voice of Healing”; 
Brother Branham and myself had a further 
time together as we had something to eat and 
a time of fellowship at the restaurant and 
in Brother Moore’s car. The last thing that 
Brother Branham did before we separated 
was to say as we sat in Brother Moore’s car, 
“Let us have a word of prayer together” 
when he prayed for each of us in turn. He 
then left us as he said goodnight, so much 
better off for our contact with this man of 
God.

DELIVERANCE FROM EVIL SPIRITS 
(Continued from page 11) 

“That ye m a y  be able to WITHSTAND 
(Satan and evil spirits) i n  the evil day.” 
(Eph. 6:13) ; “RESIST the devil and he will 
flee f rom you,” (James 4:7) ; “The dev i l .  . . 
whom RESIST steadfast in  the faith.’’ (I 
Pet. 5:8,9). 

Some suggest that long-standing cases of 
bondage require more drastic measures. 
Friend, the Bible knows of no more drastic 
measures for defeating Satanic attacks. Of 
course, for demon-possession there is no pro- 
vision made for self-administered deliver- 
ance, but only the casting out of the spirit 
by one using the authority of Mark 16:17. 
For the numerous attacks, deceptions and 
bondage by evil spirits, short of actual pos- 
session, the remedy is extremely simple and 
plain. 

We Have a Complete Armor! 
Our defensive armor is described in Eph. 

6:ll-18, and a most important part of it is 
“the shield of FAITH.” Our only aggressive 
weapon is “the sword of the Spirit, which is 
the Word o f  God.” This passage describes 
our WHOLE ARMOR. With this armor we 
are FULLY EQUIPPED for both defense 
and offense against evil spirits! 

Take hold of the SHIELD OF FAITH- 
faith in.His promises, faith in His declara- 
tions concerning your position in Christ. It 
is written that you are dead wih Christ, 
buried with Him, raised with Him and seated 

with Him in heavenly places (Eph. 2 elk.). 
Take up your God-given position in faith. 
Learn to exercise your throne-rights. Claim 
your share in the victory and authority of 
Christ. 

Thrust your SWORD at the enemy! Quote 
Scripture at him. Declare “It is written,” as 
Jesus did in the wilderness temptations, and 
then say aloud any of the great promises 
such as found in Luke 1O:lS; Gal. 2:20; Eph. 
2 : 5-6 ; Col. 2 : 10. Read them. Memorize them. 
Believe them. Then thrust them at the 
enemy. Declare them in bold, positive faith! 

In Luke 1O:lS Jesus told His disciples, 
“Behold, I give  you power (“exousia”-au- 
thority) to  tread on serpents and scorpions 
(symbolic of demons), and over all the power 
(“dunamis”--energy, force) of the e n m y i  
and nothing shall bw any means hurt you. 

Times innumerable we have seen poor, 
helpless, defeated folk learn to assume their 
delegated authority over all evil powers. We 
have seen them learn to SAY, rather than 
pray, to DECLARE rather than beseech, to 
cause the powers of darkness to flee before 
them as they exercise their throne-rights and 
force the enemy to obey them. What trans- 
formations have resulted ! Hallelujah ! 

Fellow-believer, if your faith and God’s 
Word are insufficient to drive the powers of 
evil from you, then it is time to seek out 
someone who has learned the authority of the 
ministry of deliverance. If your bondage 
should amount to POSSESSION, then don’t 
fear, don’t despair, for Jesus has provided 
the power of His own Name to bring you 
deliverance. But don’t experiment ! Don’t 
run to a novice. Go to someone who has the 
experience, the courage, the faith and the 
knowledge of the commission of Christ as 
found in Mark 16:15-18. 

Remember, demon-possession requires a 
ministry of deliverance, but for attacks, de- 
ceptive bondage and lying accusations by 
evil spirits you have the remedy in your 
own hands. Take the shield of faith and the 
sword of the Spirit. Remember you are 
united with Christ, who is “far above all 
principality, and power, and might, and do- 
minion, and every name that is named, not 
only in this world, but also in that which is 
to come” (Eph. 1 :21). 

Don’t wait for any manifestation. OBEY!

found with social disease. Forty thousand 
girls, under 14, became mothers last year. 
Crime has increased 351%. One marriage in 
every three goes to the divorce courts. 
Twenty-one percent of all criminals are un- 
der 21 years of age. 

Today's Church Is a Cold-Lukewarm 
Church 

As prophesied in Matthew 24:5-12; I Tim- 
othy 4:1, 2, and Revelation 2:4 and 3:16, 
millions today are worshipping false Christs, 
and the church world is cold and lukewarm. 
Instead of amazin the world, they are amus- 
ing the world.

Tears of Joy - Healings, Conversions 
But that service was not over by any 

means. When my Minister brother beside me 
had finished his conversation and we looked 
up, a Spanish brother was racing up and 
down the aisle weeping, laughing and shout- 
ing all a t  the same time. We soon learned 
that, while he was kneeling as a good Roman 
Catholic, doing so when everybody else did, 
God Had miraculously lengthened his short- 
ened crippled leg. His wife left her seat 
and joined him in his glory parade. Between 
those two previously unconverted Roman 
Catholics, they had a first class Revival all 
their own in that aisle. And don't think the 
congregation was simply looking on. I add 
that during the after service they two were 
kneeling by their chairs, the altars being too 
crowded, counting their beads and crossing 
themselves, still the fountains of the deep, 
unloading the treasures of their hearts, were 
again flowing, still unending, with plenty to 
spare, seemingly. 

I there learned that lesson, which seems so 
hard for us to learn, that broken-hearted 
worship, worship in earnest adoration, was 
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so acceptable to the Lord that our traditional 
and probably oft  nonsense in worship ap- 
peared to be overlooked by the Lord. Also I 
discovered that this brother and his wife 
never did know a t  just what period or mo- 
ment they were converted, but converted they 
surely were. Personally I have come to won- 
der if our dogmatic conclusions and rules, 
which must by all means regulate the divine 
and spiritual processes, are not entirely be- 
yond our jurisdiction. Is i t  not possible that 
our assumptions are based upon gross ignor- 
ance of the patterns of the Spirit? 

Tears of Humility 
The foundation precepts of Christ's King- 

dom are very explicit-and clear. Jesus ap- 
peared to place poorness of spirit at. the head 
of the list. The' tendency to exploit the nat- 
ural faculties through the door of the human 
ego, at  the expense of spiritual demands, ap- 
pears to be a never ending struggle. Each 
moment and hour appears to call for renewed 
crucifixion regardless of heterodox profes- 
sions. Azusa, in realty, proved a spiritual 
battlefield in which psuedo professions were 
discarded under the searching analysis of the 
Spirit. Many who prided themselves in their 
professions and experiences of holiness, I be- 
ing one of them, found that we had to come 
empty handed, purged by a baptism of humil- 
ity and meekness, before we could ever cross 
over the threshold of the Upper Room and 
of the Pentecostal Baptism of the Holy 
Ghost. Our continual prayer is to remain in 
that same attitude. 

In that same service Dr. C, a professor 
in the Los Angeles High School, also pre- 
viously of the East Denver High School 
where my wife attended his classes in mathe- 
matics, seeking the Divine Unction, wept and 
humbled himself until the fist of God drove 
back the intervening barriers and he found 
himself a freedom in heavenly power never 
before experienced, although possessing an 
experience of holiness for years. 

Dr. K-, a surgeon and Superintendent of 
the Receiving Hospital in Los Angeles at  the 
time, an imposing physical personage, no 
doubt hardened to the vicissitudes of human 
suffering, yet melted like wax in blazing 
heat, unburdening his soul approximating a 
state of transparency and effulgent glory. 
, Onlookers, beholding such scenes, fell under 
anguished conviction whether saint or sin- 
ner; hardly any escaped until, by midnight or 
morning, a great host of the slain of the 
Lord were numbered among those who had 
now learned that tears and humility were 
not to be estranged from spiritual power.

RIENDS, today I want to talk on the F power of faith. I want to show you one 
of the greatest lessons on faith found in the 
Scriptures; it is the story of when Christ, by 
just speaking a word, caused the barren fig 
tree to die. There is something in this inci- 
dent that inspires faith in God’s power; faith 
even when every circumstance seems to be 
against you. 

Let me read the three verses found in 
Mark 11 : 12-14- 

“And on the nwrrow, when they were 
come from Bethany, He was hungry: 

“And seeing a f ig  tree afar off having 
leaves, he came, if haply he might find 
any thing thereon: and when he came t o  
it, he found nothing but leaves; for the 
time of f igs  was not yet 

“And Jesus answered and said unto it, 
No man eat f m i t  of thee hereafter for 
ever. And his disciples heard it.” 
I t  is not our purpose to explain just why 

Jesus cursed this barren fig tree. I t  is enough 
to say that, if we live our life without bear- 
ing fruit for God, a curse will come upon US. 
Every branch that beareth not fruit is cut 
down and cast into the fire. That is something 
to remember when God blesses you! We are, 
saved to serve others. We are delivered SO 
that we can help others to get delivered. A 
blessing can become a curse, if we don’t use 
it for His glory. 

Jesus was passing over the Mount of 
Olives one day when H e  saw a fig tree. Be- 
ing hungry that morning, He went up to the 
tree to eat of the fruit, but He found it was 
barren. The picture of Christ going up to the 
fig tree is vivid in my mind. When we were 
in Palestine, some time ago, we were on the 
summit of the Mount of Olives where this 
fig tree once grew. Toward the west lies the 
city of Jerusalem. On the side of the hill are 
many olive and fig trees. We thought of how 
Jesus went up to a fig tree and found no fruit 
on it. How He taught the disciples this great 
lesson on faith. He said to the barren fig 
tree, “No man eat fruit of thee hereafter for- 
ever.” So far  as we know, He spoke in a calm 
voice. He did not repeat His command. H e  
just spoke these words and walked away. 

The disciples heard what Jesus had said 
and looked to see what would happen. But  the 
tree looked just the same as ever:The leaves 
were still green and flourishing. As far as 
could be seen nothing had happened. But 
friend, here is one of the most important 
lessons on faith. The word had been spoken, 
the command had gone forth, though ap- 
parently nothing had ha pened. Now no- 
tice - so often when peopfe are prayed for, 
the first thing they do is to look to their 
symptoms. If they can see no change, if 

- 

the symptoms are ,still there, if they don’t 
feel any better; then they say, “I guess I 
didn’t get my healihg.” Actually, God does 
the work as soon as the word of faith is 
spoken, but if we refuse to believe God’s 
promise until we see something, we may 
lose what we already have. 

Jesus cursed the fig tree and went His way. 
He knew the disciples were wondering. But 
H e  never doubted but that which He spoke 
would come to pass. A day went by and 
again they passed near the fig tree. Peter 
remembered what Jesus had said the day be- 
fore. Peter was on the alert. I like to see 
people on the alert. God often does amazing 
things, but some are so blind that they miss 
everything that is going on. But Peter re- 
membered and he said, “Master,. behold, the 
fig trae which thou cursedst is withered 
away. (Mark 11:21).

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What had happened? Actually, when Jesus 
spoke the word, the life of the barren fig tree 
had gone; but i t  re uired time for the re- 
sults to be manifestel. The cursing of the fig 
tree illustrates just what usually takes place 
when a sick person is healed. The person was 
sick because something evil had attacked his 
body. Suppose the person had a cancer. That 
cancer is a diabolical living thing that seeks 
to destroy the body. When the cancer is re- 
buked by the word of faith, the life passes 
out of the cancer just as i t  did the barren 
fig tree. But the body of the cancer is still 
there and must pass from the sick person’s 
body. The person may even feel worse for 

a while and, if he is wrongly instructed, he 
may think that he didn’t get his healing. 
That is just the way a person can lose his 
healing. But, if he will only belive Fod’s word 
is true, regardless of feelings, he will soon 
find that all the symptoms will go. That is 
the thing that caused the sickness to die just 
as the fig tree died. But you must believe 
that the work is done, not just hope i t  will. 
The great secret of Divine deliverance is to 
believe that the work is done, not hope i t  
will be done. 

Now notice the answer that Jesus gave to 
Peter’s remark. His reply, found in Mark 
11:22-24, is one of the profoundest state- 
ments on faith that was ever made: 

“And Jesus answering saith unto 
them, Have faith in God. 

“FOT verily I say unto you, That who- 
soever shall say unto this mountain, Be 
thou removed, and be thou cast into the 
sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, 
but shall believe that those things which 
he saith shall come to pass; he sha l l  have 
wqatsoever he saith. 

Therefore I say unto yow, What 
things soever ye desire, when ye pray, 
believe that,ye receive them, and ye shall 
have them. 
When you pray, believe ye receive and ye 

shall have. This is the great secret of faith. 
You are not to believe that you will receive 
some time in the future. That is a denial that 
God has already answered prayer, a denial 
that He has kept His word. You must be- 
lieve now, even though there is not the slight- 
est evidence of any change. Instead of hunt- 
ing for symptoms, you must resist the sym- 
toms. Do not temporize with them, do not 
permit a mental conversation with them. 
Jesus says that as soon as the prayer of faith 
is made, you receive the answer even though 
it is invisible to the natural eye. You begin 
praising God for the answer before you can 
see it. 

This is the supreme lesson that Jesus 
would teach us onjaith. I t  will work for the 
greatest of needs. Whosoever shall say unto 
this mountain, Be thou removed, and- be 
thou cast into the sea; and shal l  not doubt in 
his heart, but shall believe that those things 
which he saith shall come to pass; he shall 
have whatsoever he saith.” 

Friend, let us get the answer that we need 
from God now. Don’t tolerate defeat any 
longer. As we at The Voice of Healing and 
our great prayer band unite in faith for your 
deliverance, believe God with us now. A s  you 
believe you receive, you shall have. Lift your 
hand toward heaven, and place your other 
hand on your body as we pray the prayer of 
deliverance. God will meet you now!

Blood. Tell the ministers-not to shun to de- 
clare the whole gospel of God. For the Rap- 
ture is going to take place in the near future. 
Tell them to warn the people and not to 
compromise to  please them.” 

He told 
me to tell the congregations to  uphold their 
bishops and ministers and uphold all those 
who have rule over them.

F A R E W E L L  M E S S A G E  by Billy Gra- A ham a t  the close of his stupendous recent 

campaign in London, that resulted in 30,000 
converts, contained the following wise words 
- “First, endeavour to  disassociate this Di- 
vine visitation with the work of a mere man. 
The very nature of modern publicity re- 
quired the use of a name. But now that the 
name has served its purpose, and that human 
personality has passed the scene, I urge you 
to honor that ‘Name which is above every 
name’. The Name of Jesus ’has been the 
major theme at  Harringay.” 

Only God knows our hearts, but that im- 
presses me as revealing a sensible, and not a 
false, humility. For there are two extremes 
to  avoid in the use of our names in Gospel 
ministry. The first is a fanatical attempt to  
achieve anonymity. Some mag‘azines publish 
all articles unsigned, and some Conventions 
announce no speakers! There were critics in 
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London when the billboards all over that 
vast city began to carry announcements of 
the forthcoming Crusade with Billy Gra- 
ham’s picture and name in flaming colors. 
But, as he shrewdly observes, “The very 
nature of modern publicity required the use 
of a name”. Quite so, and i t  now seems evi- 
dent that the Holy Spirit was not grieved. 
Some may plausibly argue that miracles of 
healing are a more scriptural form of adver- 
tising, and this is true. But we have not 
noticed our healing-evangelists backward in 
publicizing their names - nor need they be! 

The opposite extreme from striving to be- 
come anonymous is an almost nauseating 
use of the name and picture of the evangel- 
ist not only before his campaign, but long 
afterwards, and a sustained policy to  main- 
tain contacts. More experienced men tremble 
when they see such a tendency, because they 
have lived long enough to know something of 
the moral and spiritual pitfall to which it 
surely leads. A magnetic personality can be 
a great gift from God, and can be used won- 
derfully in His service, but i t  needs to be 
kept rigidly in its place, at  His feet. The 
temptations are terrific. Only here and there 
does an outstanding man come through vic- 
toriously. One necessity seems to be that be 
shall cease to obtrude himself almost imme- 
diately his work is done. 

And if there is peril for the preacher 
there also is peril for his converts. Unless, 
and until, they are weaned from the person- 
ality of the evangelist and placed firmly 
upon personail faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, 
they are weak indeed. Any shipwreck of the 
preacher must almost inevitably involve the 
shipwreck of nearly all the converts who 
have been held only by the magnetism of 
his personality. They sink or swim with him. 
Even if things do not come to that tragic 
pass, such converts continue to be very weak 
Christians. They run after their hero in 
every possible way, and fail to settle down 
contentedly in a local church with loyalty to 
a local pastor. If the evangelist is a true 
lover of souls, he recognizes their danger 
and seeks in genuine humility to withdraw 
himself. 

But what is genuine humility? Admittedly 
it is one of the rarest and choicest of virtues. 
The Bible makes it clear that it is very 
precious in the sight of God. Perhaps one of 
the reasons why some of us have not been en- 
trusted 6y the Lord with the spiritual gifts 
we longed for is just simply that we have 
never been humble enough to have them. 
Divine love dare not trust us. And the high 
and lofty One that inhabiteth eternitv has 
declared that He will D W E L L  with him 
that is of a contrite and humble spirit. We 
all know that pride is abhorrent to the Al- 
mighty. Do we sufficiently remember the 
other side of that truth-that humility is 
His great delight?- 

For our comfort in this most difficult mat- 
ter i t  may be good to clear our minds of the 
idea that genuine humility consists of a 
FEELING. So often we try to FEEL hum- 
ble-and if we succeed only achieve the very 
worst form -of pride! Genuine humility is 
never self-conscious of itself as such. It  has 
helped me to regard humility as a form of 
knowledge - knowledge of myself. No man 
who truly knows himself can be anything 
but humble. But knowledge of myself in- 
cludes knowledge of myself as I am in Christ 
by the grace of God. It  does not minimize 
whatever gifts grace has bestowed. I have a 
responsibilityko let the Holy Spirit use my 
personality for what it is worth. But always 
it must be HE who uses it, and not myself. 
Our supreme safeguard lies in giving all the 
glory, all the time, in every place, to  that 
Beloved Name above every name. Therein 
humility becomes positively boastful and the 
soul enters into perfect rest.
